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MAIL SUMMARY

For the first nine days of July a little over
60,000 letters have been received. Of these,
23,000 have been white letters, which is a very
good trend for the summer thus far. Mail in-
crease for the month is suffering because Semi-
annual returns were being received at this time
last year. The money picture is not very bright
at this point, but is expected to improve as the
month progresses. At the moment we show about
an eighteen percent decrease for the month to
date. This leaves the year-to-date figure at about
twelve percent.

Response to both the June PrLain TRuTH and
Tomorrow’s WorLp has started coming in this
week. The main thing we have noticed in early
returns from the PrLaIN TRUTH is some critical
letters regarding the cover picture of Golda Meir,
“Personal from Herbert W. Armstrong” and “Let
My Pecople Go.” Conversely, there seems to be a
favorable trend regarding the article “The Jesus
Trip — One-way Ticket to Nowhere?” which
appeared in the June TomorrOW’S WORLD.

Dear Fellow Ministers:

Greetings again from Headquarters! Things
have been moving at a terrific pace, with many
plans for all areas of the Work developing —
particularly the planning of these 12 Bible
Lectures to begin tomorrow night and the 21 or
22 to begin in August.

Mr. Ted Armstrong has been visiting radio
stations with Mr. Henry Cornwall, and Mr.
Herbert Armstrong will be leaving tomorrow
morning for Thailand. He told us in Sabbath
services yesterday that a few of our Ambassador
trained people may go there to help the king in
educating his people.

Several of us are leaving Pasadena yet this
morning on our way to Chicago, Detroit, Milwau-
kee and the other cities for these July Bible
Lectures. I will have news of these, God willing,
in my next letter. But reports from the June
Lectures indicate that the fruit is very good and
a large number of baptisms is coming in each
case!

Plans have been approved for taking these
Lectures to Birmingham, Buffalo, Columbus,
Denver, Fort Worth, Indianapolis, Jacksonville,
Kansas City, Nashville, Newark-Paterson, New
Orleans, Oklahoma City, PPhiladelphia, Phoenix,
Sacramento, St. Louis, San Antonio, San Diego,
San Francisco, Santa Monica, Spckane and
Toledo during the month of August. Since
every hall is not yet completely firmed up,
one or two of these may vet have to be delayed.
I will not announce at this time who is going
to take each of these Lectures because that is
still sumewhat in a state of flux also. But when
vou begin to realize that at least 50-70 or more
baptized adult members may be ‘“harvested”
from cach of these Lecture series, vou begin to
get the feeling of the mmpact they will have
on our church membership in the next several
months! Certainly they are going to help a great
deal and I frankly expect that even the finan-
cial help to God's Work from these meetings
should be quite noticcable by November and
December of this year.

Perhaps you have noticed from the scattered
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announcements that we have started 12 new
churches here in the U.S. just in the last six
weeks! These new churches, together with the
extra enthusiasm and excitement over the Bible
Lectures, and various ones of us coming out
from Headquarters, have caused the church
attendance in the U.S. to literally jump over
3,000 in the last few weeks! This is unpre-
cedented and very encouraging! The latest recent
high attendance figure for U.S. churches was
62,089. T will have my staff list the 12 new
churches which have begun — plus six others
soon to start — in an accompanying box.
Another bit of encouraging news is that Mr.
Gary Arvidson is coming in to Headquarters in
a few weeks to help beef up C.A.D.! With the
increasing pressure of his responsibilities in help-
ing me in the overall supervision and planning
for the churches, these Bible Lecture series and
many other things, Mr. Luker is literally
“swamped” — and unable to get directly into
the Church Administration Department as often
as he was up until recently and as much as he,
or someone of ministerial capacity, needs to.
Therefore, after a good deal of thought and
counsel, we have decided to bring in Mr. Arvidson
to become the department head over Church
Administration! Mr. Ken Westby highly recom-
mended him. On my recent trip to Baltimore, I
was able to have a long talk with Gary and his
wife about his interests and goals — and I am
sure he will do a tremendous job in helping us

here and serving all of you in this new capacity.

Mzr. Arvidson has had cight solid years of field
experience since graduation from college in June,
1963. He has served in 3 or 4 different church
areas and certainly has the “feel” of the prob-
lems and needs in the Field. As a Pastor-rank
minister with this fine experience and back-
ground, T am sure he will help all of us do a
better job and 1 know you fellows will give him
yvour prayers and enthusiastic cooperation in this
new responsibility!

Although he will be flying out two or three
times a year for Field visits to retain the “feel”
of things out in the Field, Mr. Arvidson’s primary
responsibility will be organizing and supervising
directly in the Church Administration Depart-
ment. Mr. Luker, meanwhile, will continue to
help me coordinate the work of the department
and, of course, retain his primary function as
assistant to the Superintendent of Ministers.
This will free him to have even more time for
trips out, to help plan and organize these Bible
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Lectures, new churches and other programs, and
for other executive responsibilities.

With Mr. Arvidson leaving the Field, Mr.
Roger Foster will now take the Charlotte church
in_addition to Greenshoro. Then. Mr. Randy
Kobernat, now a Preaching Elder, will take
Fayetteville, N. Carolina, linked with the new
church to begin in Raleigh. Coming down from
Utica, N. Y., Mr. Joel Lillengreen — now also a
Preaching Elder — will take the Columbia,
S. Carolina church which will be linked with a
new church starting July 17 in Charleston.

S0, as I am sure all you fellows can see, each
one of these moves represent growth and prog-
ress! And it frankly represents greater oppor-
tunity for all of you newer fellows coming up
“through the ranks.” In the future, it is very
possible — even probable — that additional
leading Pastor-rank ministers, or even Superin-
tendents, may need to be brought into Head-
quarters — thus opening up greater challenges
and opportunities for all of you in the Field as
vou grow spiritually and yield yourselves more
wholcheartedly as servants in the hands of the
Living Christ.

So “gird up your loins” for a lot of GroOwTH
in the months ahead! With these Bible Lectures
coming to nearly all of your arcas within the
next year, be sure that you organize your area
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for maximum service. Begin to think over plans
for allowing your “local” Local Elders and lead-
ing L.'T.C. graduates to visit any of the Church
people if there is a genuine need — even for
proper communication and encouragement. This
would be especially impertant in the case of
lonely widows, shut-ins, the sick and others who
need encouraging dnd visits of a more general
nature. We now feel that this type of visiting —
without going back to the practice of visiting
with families over and over, or the attitude of
“making points” by numbers of visits — would
be a good thing for any of your faithful Local
Elders to do with the speeded-up growth and
pressure of responsibilities coming through these
Bible Lectures. T know this increasing oppor-
tunity for service will be a challenge and en-
couragement to all of the leading men in your
area -— not to mention yourselves — and that
enthusiasm should generate in all of God’s people
additional zeal to finish the Work which we have
been calied to do. So let’s do it!

I was suminoned to the marnine wfantry near
Moatlhéry on June 2nd.

Upon my arrival, the otficer who received
all the young recruits asked me if 1 had any
questions. I answered that [ could not work
on Saturday ! He replied that he was gomg to
ask higher authorities if the matter could be
arranged.

On Friday, I reported for my first medical
vistt, during which the doctor in charge, upon
seeing my age [25 years] and my rather dis-
comfited  appearance, quickly  examined my
file, turned to me, and asked me in a confiden
tial tone: “Docs 1t really bother you to be m
the nulitary  service?” “Yes,” | answered

From that moment on, he tried to find in me
every possible physical cause for being released

and he deaded to send me to the hospital.

The next day, Saturday, was the day for
general vaccinations. I was determined not to
allow myself to be vaccinated, using my im-
minent hospitalization as an excuse. When my
turn came, the chief doctor did not accept my
argument and, after examining my file, told
me that there was no indication to the con-
trary. I answered him that I refused to be vac-

_cinated and requested written assurance from

him certifying that the vaccine was harmless.

He was quite displeased. My refusal meant
one month in prison, and my mistrust in him
added a sccond month!

Nevertheless, he told me that it wasn’t to
bully me, but... After a tclephone call, he
found out that [ was probably to be released,
and he left me in peace. I was able to have a
good rest on the Sabbath,

Wednesday morning * began my  interview
with the “psychologist.” He found me normal
and asked an extensive series of questions,
notably on my religious beliefs. T explamed to
him that T found world conditions deplorable
and that I tried to live by balanced laws, ctc.
He concluded that T was “extremely severe with
myself” and that, with my frame of mind, |
could not withstand the service. He presented
my case before the final board and T was dis
charged.

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SOUTH AFRICA

The following report from Mr. A. Van Belkum
gives some very inspiring details of the results
of three tours of Rhodesia:

Recently we returned from the final of three
tours which had been planned during the first
half of the year for Rhodesia. In the past, we
were able to cover the entire Rhodesia on one
tour. But due to a substantial increase in the
number of visits there, we decided this year
to divide Rhodesia into three scctions. This
would enable us to cover all of Rhodesia
in three trips instecad of one long one.

All three tours proceeded very smoothly and
we encountered few difficulties. Although we
traveled about 5,000 miles, a flat tire was
probably our most severe misfortune!

One cncouraging aspect was the large num-
ber of rcople who turned up for their appoint-
ments. [or instance, on the first tour, 41 out
of the 45 scheduled were scen. This is an
extremnely high figure for a tour of this kind.
In the past we have found that many — some-
times up to 50% — of the Africans did not
turn up. This is mainly due to a lack of
finances, unreliable transport, and other fac-
tors. Certainly these tours were an exception,
and a most encouraging onc!

Often we would meet individuals who
stayed in some tribal trust land, long distances
from the necarest town. Generally we were the
only people associated with God's Work that
they had ever met. Because of unreliable postal
scrvices they frequently did not receive ritcm-
ture from us for months. One of their most
prized possessions was the Correspondence
Course — lessons for which they often had to
write two or three times before receiving.
(Pilfering of mail is a common occurrence in
these outlying areas.)

Yet in spite of these drawbacks, their under-
standing of the basic doctrines, plan of salva-
tion and other truths amazed us. It was evident
that God had been dealing with them long
before we personally contacted them. Here is
just one such example,

One African, a smallhold farmer, lived
about 150 miles from the nearest town. He
had a limited education, but through diligent
cffort on his part, spoke reasonably good Eng-
lish. He was on lesson 28 of the Correspon-
dence Course, and what’'s more, he could
explain to us what was in them! This was his
first contact with any of God's people, yet as
far=as liis understanding ‘was concerned, we
felt we were talking to an African member.
It was clear to us that God had been “visiting”
him before we had! Incidentally, we baptized
him on our third tour.

Another most encouraging aspect of the tour
was the determination on the part of some of
the Africans to obey God. One African had
turncd down a very good job because he had
to work only once or twice a year on the Sab-
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bath. He had returned to his tribal trust area 0
to become a smallhold farmer. However, what

he told us clearly illustrated just how God
was blessing him for his desire to obey Him.

Just two years ago this man only ha({ about
half a dozen sheep, a plot of land on which
he cultivated maize (corn for those in Amer-
ica), a few chickens and cows. He was farm-
ing in a rather remote arca of the country near
the Zambezi Valley“region, and as a result often
was harassed by wihf animals. Farmers often
lost up to half of their stock duc to leopards
getting in among the animals at night. Troops
of baboons came down from the mountains
and devastated their maize crops. However,
God started intervening for this particular
individual.

Although the lcopards kept catching his
ncighbours’ goats and sheep, he suffered no
losses. Within two years his flock of sheep
has increased to 30 (he sold 5 of them in
order to meet us). “Somehow” the leopards
just left his sheep alone, and concentrated all
their destructive energies on the other farmers
in the area.

This year, the farmers suffered the worst
plague of baboons they have had for many
years. Due to the drought they came down
from the nearby mountains by the hundreds,
and ravaged the maize crops. Once again, it
scems God intervened for this person. Some-
how God prevented these creatures from caus-
ing any (Emmge to his land. He mentioned
that he actually saw baboons run through his
maize land into his ncighbours,” where they
caused a tremendous amount of destruction.
Yet this man lost hardly a cob of maize. Talk
about being blessed — and he hasn’t even
reached his third tithe year yet!

A rather humourous sideline was that the
local inhabitants came to him asking what
potent witchcraft he was using, as it appeared
to be very powerful! They could obviously see
that he had escaped the plagues of the baboons
and leopards and attributed this to witchcraft.

Although we did not baptize anybody on
the first two trips — since many of them were
new visits — we did baptize 12 on the last
trip. There are also quite a few who are very
close to baptism and should be ready on their
next wvisit.

May Tomorrow’s World Response

We are writing this letter to you to request
personal counseling about being baptized.
