Notice, again. the 4th chapter and 
15th veI'lle of Hosea: "Though thou, 
lSRAEL, play the harlot, yet let not 
JUDAH offend." And again: "The 
'backsliding ISRAEL hath justified 
herself more than treacherous JUD. 
AH." (Jer.3:11). 

Turn to, and read of your own Bible, 
lzekie187 :15.22. The prophet is told 
to take two sticks in his hands. He 
is told to write on one the nama of 
JUDAH and on the other the name 
HOOSE OF ISRAEL.

"!'IONS. There are no redundant rep. 
etitions in God's Word! When the 
Bible says "Israel and Judah," it 
speaks of two different nations al, 
together-one cal:eu ISRAEL, the 
other called JUDAH. 

Those people who constitute the 
BOUSE OF ISRl0i~L nre not J eW9 ! 
'.n\ey never wel'O J eWI!! They do not 
LOOK like Jews. The "show of their 
countenance" witnesses Against the 
Jew, JUDAH- not against Isrn.el. See 
lsai/\h 3 :1, 8.9, and observe this pas. 
Ale is referring to JUDAH, nnd not 
to ISRAEL! The twelve :ribes of the 
Children of Israel were divided into 
TWO DIFFERENT NATIONS, This 
we shall show by the scriptures in n 
later chapter. 

But Jesus was of Judah. When 
Jesus came unto His own, He CAme 
unto JUDAH, The word "Jew" is only 
a niek.name for "Judah". But Judah 
the Jews, Jesus' own nation, roceived 
Him not. They rejected Him. And 
thun to whom. did He tum'( 

'ro WHOM DID JESUS TURN? 

He plainly said, that RtJ turned to 
the LOST SHEEP of the HOUSE OF

tion altogether, 
Todny Israel js often spoken of as 

"The Lost 'l'en Tribes." For they in. 
cluded TEN of the original twelve 
tribes, Jesu/I' parable in Luke 19 :11. 
27, pJcturJng' Himself as the nobl th 
man wllo went to th~ far country, 
Heaven, to get for Himself a kingdom 
and to RETU~N, illustrates this 
truth. Verse 14 shows He had cit. 
izens-the Jews1 His own to whom 
He came, and who, as this \"erse sny!'!, 
rcj ected Him. Verse 13 shows to 
whom He turned-TO HIS TEN SEH. 
V ANT S-symbolizing- the TEN 
TRIBES-THE LOST TEN TRIBES 
-the LOST S1mEP of the HOUSE 
OF ISRAEL! 

We would know, too, that Jesus, 
llI\turully commAnded His disciples to 
go to the people to whom He turned 
after His own, the Jews rejected Him., 
And so He did. Notice His commission 
to His twelve: "And when He had 
called Unlto His twelve-these twelve 
Jesus sent forth, and commanded 
them, saying, Go not into the way 1)[ 

the GentileSI amt into filly city of the 
Sa.marit.'l.ns enter ye not. But GO 
RATHER TO THE LOS1' SHEEP O.F 
THE HOUSE OF ISRAEL." (Mnt 10: 
1,5.6). 

Instead of turning to the Gnn· 
tiles, Jesus commanded them, "Go 
Not" to the Gentiles. Judah hAd reo 
j ected Him! He sent them to the 
LOST ~rEN TmBES-the J~ n S T 
HOUSE OF ISHAmL, 

The Jewish historian, Josep}l\ls, 
who lived in the time of Christ, and 
into the war of 70 A. D., when thG Ro· 
mans destroyed Jerusalem and drove 
out the Jews into every nation on 
earth, writes that in his day the Ten 
Tribes of the HOllse of ISRAEL weN 
rcll beyond the EuphrAtes, and hnd 
migrated flU' I:>eyond the bounds of 
the Roman Empire. (Antiq., Book XI, 
Ch, 5, Sec. 2). He said their language 
had chunged, (Antiq XII, 2, 1), and 
only the two tribes of Judah And Ben. 
jamin, constituting the House of J~ld· 
ah, were in his <1I\Y under dominion of 
the ROIlUUlS. (Antiq. XI, 5.2.) 

Israel is called "LOST SHEEP.'I 
Yes, doubly lost! Lost in identity, sup· 
posed to be Gentiles! Lost spiritually, 
and in need of salvation! 

WHAT HAPPENED TO PETER? 

The original npostles obeyed the 
commission. For more than ten yenrl3 
Peter and the others labored around 
Pnlestine, endeavoring first to reach 
the Jews, Chrl~t's own, to whom He 
had come, But tho Jews had reject. 
ed their Messiah, and Peter and his 
fellow evangelists could do little, 'rhen 
Peter was sent of God, first, to OPI)Il 

up Sfllvation to Gentilos direct by his 
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visit to the house of CorneliuB, (.Acts 
10,) And then Peter and the othera 
DID GO TO CARRY 'l'HE GOSPEt. 
TO THP. LOST HOUSE OF ISRAEL 
-the Lost 'J.'en Trfbes--clcar beyoncl 
the bounds of the Roman Empir" 

And thus it is, that from the time 
Peter visited the house ot Cornellu 
he and hIs brethern evangelists d~ 
out of sight as though the earth lla4 
suddenly swallowed them! God had 
orda.ined thp,t the House of Israel wu 
to be LOST in IDENTITY-as we 
shall later see. Peter's whereaboutl, 
therefore, could not be revealed, That 
is why, fI'om the 12th chapter of Aetl 
and on, we read altog~ther about Paul 
and the young eVAngelists he '\VIS 
tl'lIining and sending out in the work 
tlomong the Gentiles. Peter hl\d C)b01" 
ed the Lord's commission. He hac) 
Q'one to that strange land to which 
had migrated the LOST sheep of THE 
HOUSE OF ISRAEL! And thus it oc. 
cUJ'l'ed, as Jeremiah had prophesiedt 
"'llhus saith the Lord, 'fhe people 
which were left of the sword found 
g-rru:e in the wilderness i even IS· 
HAEL." This could not apply to the 
Jews, 

But what of the ministers rmd even 
gelists sinc\~ Peter's time? Have the1 
obeyed our Lord's commission to 
seareh out, to seele and FIND the 
LOST House of Israel, And to can)' 
the Gilspel to them?

the Church <lfspenSI\tloll, because in 
Ilis final commission to His discipl~ 
regarding the New Testa.ment min .... 

Jcsus said: "Go ye therefore, And 
teach all nations, ba.ptizing them In 
the name or the Father, and of the 
Son, aTld of the Holy Ghost: ten.cb1nr 
them to ohserve a.ll things whatso­
ever I have (.'Qmmnnded yon." (~tat. 
28:19.20). He had commanded them, 
"Go to the lost sheep of the House of 
Israel," 

But have the ministers and evan­
gelists soujht out the Lost Sheep of 
the House of Isrnel?

cd them, and carried the Gospel to 
them?
