PHOENIX-TUCSON

Mr. Keith Thomas

Mr. Keith Thomas was elevated to
the rank of full Preaching Elder at the
Feast of Tabernacles in Squaw Valley
this year.

Mr. Thomas was born in California,
just a few miles from where Ambas-
sador College was destined to have its
beginning.
