My wife 
and I had been keeping the seven 
annual Sabbath days for 14 years 
before that - the first seven 
years alone by ourselves, and the 
next seven with the parent church 
of the Church of God for our 
time and era. 

We must remember, however, 
that just like when the servants of 
God came together to worship 
Him in the days of JOB, Satan 
came also among them. I have to 
WARN YOU - Satan also is look­
ing forward to this year's Feast, 
so he can come to different Feast 
sites and cause us any trouble he 
can, but if we PRAY with our 
whole hearts for Christ's protec­
tion, He is more powerful than 
Satan and can restrain Satan from 
attacking us .

Begin now to pray for angels to 
accompany our thousands of 
members, most of whom will 
drive to the Feast site that they 
attend . Pray for Goo's protection 
over all our brethren. 

Many have been working long 
hours for a long time already to 
make this the most inspiring and 
joyous Festival so far . 

Be sure' to add your PRA YERS to 
their efforts - for God's special 
protection and His blessing -
and we shall all return home with 
our spiritual batteries recharged 
to the FULL. THERE WILL BE NO 
SHORTAGE OF Goo's SPIRITUAL 
RECHARGING! 0 
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What 
Will the next decade or two bring human EXTINCTION -

or will century 21 dawn on a NEW WORLD 
OF PEACE, with incredible scientific achievements? 

SUDDENLY this world 
has become different! 
I t was never like this 

before. 
LOOK at the change in the 

last 85 years - then look at 
the change in the last TEN. 

What will another 10 years be 
like - and WHAT by century 
21? 

When I was a boy, our family 
transportation was a horse and 
buggy. Horse-drawn streetcars 
had just been replaced with the 
little trolley-car "dinkeys." Tele­
phones were rare, hanging on 
walls. 

Only a few downtown streets in 
cities were paved. Automobiles 
were a curiosity - we called 
them " horseless carriages." They 
were steered with a stick instead 
of a steering wheel. 

Gaslights dimly illuminated 
city streets. A man, riding horse-
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back, rode past with a lighting 
stick to turn them on at dusk, and 
again to turn them off at dawn. 
Our home was dimly lighted by 
kerosene lamps. 

No man had ever flown . 
Orville Wright's first 12-second, 
120-foot flight did not occur until 
after I was four and one half 
months into my 12th year. Radio 
and television were unheard-of. 
And milk in cities cost five cents 
per quart. 

What about the last 
10 years? 

Now look at the startling "ad­
vances" of just the last decade. 

They said MORE KNOWLEDGE 
would solve all the world's ills. 
So, in the last 10 years the 
world's sum of KNOWLEDGE has 
more than doubled - mostly in 
fields of technology, electronics, 
medicine and various branches of 
science. 

But the world's problems and 

troubles HAVE MORE THAN DOU­
BLED ALSO! In that same 10 
years! 

But look how 10 short years 
have changed YOUR LIFE. It was 
not like this a single decade ago. 

TODA Y it is unsafe to walk on 
streets - in city or in town . Your 
house or apartment m ay be 
broken into if you're away. Crime 
now is rampant, even in residen­
tial areas. 

Unhappy marriages - increas­
ing divorce - juvenile delinquen­
cy and other problems among 
young people. Family and home 
life, the FOUNDATION of any 
flourishing civilization, falling 
apart. Police report more homi­
cides in homes, due to family 
quarrels, than any other source. 
WHY this sudden breakdown of 
family life? 

Then there's mounting interna­
tional strife, mass demonstra­
tions, riots, terrorism, widespread 
mass VIOLENCE. And threat of 



all-out, world-girdling NUCLEAR 
WAR! 

Again I ask: WHAT will this 
world be like in another 10 
years? And what by century 
21? 

What scientists prophesy 

Scientists picture two opposite 
extremes ahead: 

1) Science, technology and 
modern industry are teaming 
together to produce a magic 
push-button Disneyland dream­
world for our near future. They 
plan to bring happiness to human­
ity by reducing work hours to an 
unheard-of minimum. Now they 
are talking about a six-hour day, a 
three-day work week, four-day 
weekends, three-to-four-month 
vacations, higher net incomes and 
retirement at age 49. 

They plan to make us all happy 
by producing a dazzling array of 
gadgets, laborsaving devices, 
amusement and entertainment 
mechanisms such as our wildest 
anticipations have not envisioned . 
And medical science plans to 
replace breaking-down human 
organs to lengthen lives. 

2) Conversely, other world­
famous scientists see a far sterner 
picture of the future - one that 
reverts to the opposite extreme. 
They see - today - the starv­
ing, uneducated masses in Africa, 
Asia, South America - more 
than half the world's population 
in the depths of ignorance, pover­
ty, squalor and degradation; the 
population explosion and the 
coming food war; the breakdown 
of family life, the very BASIS of a 
progressive and thriving society; 
the spiraling increase in crime; 
the fast-spreading breakdown of 
law and order, and increasing 
widespread violence; the prolifer­
ation and stockpiling of nuclear 
weapons that can blast all life 
from this earth 50 times over; and 
then the mounting crescendo of 
strife and hostility between 
nuclear-power nations! 

All this they see, and view a 
future of gloom and doom and 
hopelessness. They tell us human­
ity's one great problem, now, is 
the QUESTION OF SURVIVAL. 

Other scientists, educators and 

writers envision the next few 
years in this manner: The present 
trend will continue - only it will 
accelerate. As these authorities 
see it, the world will be as it is 
now, only more so! 

That is, more dazzling inven­
tions for the few who can afford 
them; increasing millions of pov­
erty-stricken, starving people in 
backward areas; accelerating in­
crease in the population explo­
sion; increasing immorality, 
breakdown of marriages and fam­
ily relationships; more crime; 
more terrorism; increasing vio­
lence; more sickness and disease; 
more mental breakdowns; more 
unrest, distrust and tensions 
between nuclear nations until 
they reach the breaking point. 
They see these worsening condi­
tions speeding up. 

Ask these sober scientists HOW 
LONG we may continue in this 
present trend, at the rate we're 
going. Some will guess, perhaps 
10 more years - others think less 
than 10 - some give us, perhaps, 
a little more. 

But that's only relative. It's 
still a question of SURVIV AL! 

Neither of these 
makes sense 

But humanity WILL SURVIVE! 
There is GOOD NEWS for the 
future. It is reported by a major 
news source most people - and 
most scientists - have utterly 
overlooked. 

There is a master plan already 
being worked out. And before 
century 21, it will bring to this 
earth PEACE! 

There is a master plan to solve 
the vast problems of illiteracy, 
starvation, poverty and squalor. It 
entails vast agrarian reforms, eco-. 
nomic reforms, reforms in gov­
ernments and practical plans to 
bring about disarmament and 
world peace. 

Many scientists and world 
leaders know, in general, what it 
will take to bring this solution. 
Today, many farseeing leaders 
put their fingers on the one great 
change that can now save human­
tiy alive. What they don't know is 
how to implement it. 

With one voice, these men say 

the solution now demands a 
WORLD GOVERNMENT. Winston 
Churchill said, "A world super­
government is the only solution to 
man's ills." Said Dr. Charles E. 
Osgood, "What we need - and 
that most urgently - is world 
government." Others, as if with 
one voice, say the same. 

There is just one thing wrong 
with this solution - and it's the 
ONLY one advanced. That world 
supergovernment would have to 
be given the power of a world 
police force to enforce its laws, 
and it would have to maintain the 
ONL Y military force in the world 
- all nations would have to sur­
render their armies to this one 
SUPERSTATE. 

ONLY solution - but 
won't WORK 

In a word, every. nation would 
have to surrender its national sov­
ereignty absolutely. And WHAT 
MAN could be accepted by all as 
WORLD RULER? It would, mind 
you, be a world POLICE STATE. 
, Would the Soviet Union give 

up its struggle to harness the 
whole world with communism, 
and accept an American as their 
world ruler? No, I'm afraid, not 
in a thousand years! 

Would the United States 
accept a Russian from the Krem­
lin? Or perhaps a Cuban or a 
North Korean? NEVER! 

There is only one way the 
nations could get together on a 
world supergovernment. 

Within nations, each individual 
has to be willing to give up his 
personal sovereignty. He must 
submit to the laws of his govern­
ment, or suffer the consequences. 
Of course, individuals in all coun­
tries are given certain personal 
liberties, not prohibited by law. 

So it must be with NATIONS -
if there is to be a world supergov­
ernment - if humanity is to sur­
vive! IF there is to be the world 
supergovernment that Winston 
Churchill envisioned, all individ- ~ 
ual nations must first give up ~ 
their private, selfish goals, their; 
dreams of world conquest - of ~ 
spreading their particular kind ofSi 
government around the world. ~ 

One important newsmagazine ~ 
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said this can happen only if there 
is "a strong hand from some­
place" that would intervene. 

So there is the world's dilem­
ma. All leaders are agreed the 
world's only hope is a world 
supergovernment. At the same 
time, all leaders confess frankly 
that world supergovernment is 
absolutely unfeasible and utterly 
IMPOSSIBLE! 

And where does that leave 
you? Does that leave you with 
nothing but gloom and doom for 
the future? 

On this world leaders are 
agreed: The ONLY SOLUTION is 
IMPOSSIBLE!

There have 
been more than 150 wars, which 
the United Nations has been 
impotent to stop, since 1945. The 
United Nations is NOT a world 
government. 

This is REAL - it 
involves YOU 

Hiding your eyes from the 
existing facts won't save your 
world for you - and YOU alive in 
it! This directly concerns the life 
of every reader of The Good 
News - and the other millions 
who ought to be reading it.

But four out­
standingly brilliant Jewish lads 
had been inducted into important 
government positions in Babylon. 
Among them was Daniel. 

These four Jewish lads were 
seized, to be put to death along 
with the sorcerers, magicians and 
Chaldean "wise men." Daniel 
asked for time, promising that he 
would be able to tell the king his 
dream and its meaning. 

The four Jewish lads prayed to 
their God for the answer. That 
night it was revealed to Daniel in 
a vision.

"Are you able to make known 
to me the dream and its interpre­
tation?" asked the king when 
Daniel was ushered into his pres­
ence. "No wise men can show the 
king the mystery," replied Dan­
iel, "but there is a God in heaven 
who reveals mysteries, and he has 
made known to you what is to 
be. 

"You saw, 0 king, and behold, 
a great image. This image, 
mighty and of exceeding bright­
ness, stood before you, and its 
appearance was frightening. The 
head of this image was of fine 
gold, its breast and arms of silver, 
its belly and thighs of bronze, its 
legs of iron, its feet partly of iron 
and partly of clay. 

"As you looked, a stone was 
cut out by no human hand, and it 
smote the image on its feet of iron 
and clay, and broke them in 
pieces; then the iron, the clay, the 
bronze, the silver and the gold all 
together were broken in pieces, 
and became like the chaff of the 
summer threshing floors ; and the 
wind carried them away. But the 
stone that struck the image 
became a great mountain and 
filled the whole earth." 

But what did it MEAN? Its 
MEANING was a NEWS forecast 
leading to the present world tur­
moil, and its imminent and SURE 
outcome!

Alexander wept because he had 
no more worlds to conquer. He 
died young in a drunken debauch. 
His empire was divided into four 
divisions, each ruled by one of his 
four top-ranking generals.

The Roman Empire came 

"And," continued Daniel, 
"there shall be a fourth kingdom, 
strong as iron ."

political institution in Europe, the 
bulwark of European civilization 
for some nine centuries. 

It was in the year A.D. 962 
that Pope John XII crowned the 
powerful German king Otto as 
Emperor. That event marked the 
beginning of the Sacrum Roma­
num Imperium Nationis Ger­
manicae - the "Holy Roman 
Empire of the German Nation." 

With Germany as its power 
center, the Holy Roman Empire 
bore rule over Europe of the Mid­
dle Ages . It was regarded as 
God's chosen political organiza­
tion, the "Kingdom of God" on 
earth, with a mission from God to 
protect Christianity. 

Centuries later, in 1806, Napo­
leon finally swept away the mori­
bund Holy Roman Empire. But 
following the German victory in 
the Franco-Prussian War of 
1870-71 , Germany once again 
emerged as the dominant force in 
European affairs. Through the 
efforts of Otto von Bismarck, the 
German states were again united 
into a single Reich, or Empire. 
But this Second Reich, successor 
to the medieval Reich inaugu­
rated by Otto the Great, was to 
last a mere 47 years, until Germa­
ny's bitter defeat in 1918. 

In 1933 Adolf Hitler, using 

Germany's growing economic cri­
sis as a stepping-stone to power, 
gained control of Germany, inau­
gurating the Third Reich of Ger­
man history. 

It quickly became clear that 
Hitler's geopolitical aims far 
transcended his own country's 
borders . Hitler held an unshak­
able conviction that his German 
Reich would one day rule all of 
Europe - and from there seize 
the leadership of the world! He 
dreamed of a "new world order" 
that would remake the political 
face of the earth, with himself at 
its helm. 

In 1939 Hitler began in earnest 
his struggle for the mastery of the 
world . At the outset of war, Ger­
many seemed almost invincible. 
Not since the days when the 
Roman Empire was at its height 
had one man ruled such vast 
expanses in Europe. 

A different order 
is on the way 

But during those years , another 
voice was crying out - with a 
radically different message. 

" Adolf Hitler has a ' thousand­
year plan' - his 'New World 
Order' - which he says he is 
commissioned by destiny to 
establish on earth," wrote Editor 



Herbert W. Armstrong in a 
major front-page article in the 
May-June, 1941 , issue of the 
Plain Truth magazine. "He has 
said it will decide the fate of the 
world for a thousand years to 
come. It is the most amazing plan 
for world rule ever envisioned by 
man ... its purpose is to remake 
and reshape the political and eco­
nomic systems of all the earth." 

Mr . Armstrong continued: 
"The Nazi Thousand -Year Plan 
- Hitler's 'New World Order' 
- proposes to harness on the 
world a single gigantic union of 
nations in bondage. Hitler con­
ceives the German, or Aryan, 
race to be chosen by destiny to 
rule the world with National 
Socialism for the next thousand 
years ... the whole world will be 
completely reorganized, accord­
ing to German genius for organi­
zation and efficiency." 

But, as that Plain Truth article 
went on to explain, God had 
something completely different in 
mind. True, there would one day 
emerge a "new world order" on 
earth - but not Hitler's order! 

Man's failed utopias 

Adolf Hitler was not, of 
course, tl}e fjrst to nurture 

I " 

dreams of global dominion. Since 
ancient times, leaders have sought 
to carve out great empires for 
themselves. Their stories have 
been written in blood across the 
pages of history. 

Not all who have envisioned 
world government, however, have 
been power-hungry madmen. 
Many people of reason and integ­
rity have postulated schemes for 
ideal societies. 

In 1516 English statesman Sir 
Thomas More penned a now­
famous description of an ideal 
commonwealth governed entirely 
by reason and free of crime, pov­
erty, injustice and other ills. The 
name More gave to his imaginary 
society of ideal perfection was 
Utopia, from the Greek meaning 
"nowhere." And well-named it 
was, for there certainly was no 
such place anywhere in the world 
- then or now. 

Since then, the name of More's 
fictitious society, Utopia, has 
been applied to all such idealistic 
social schemes. Some reformers 
have even attempted to put their 
theories into actual practice, 
gathering followers and 
organizing "utopian" 
communities. But all 
of these efforts 

failed. Hitler , too , ultimately 
failed to give Germans the Mil­
lennium. His ephemeral thou­
sand-year Reich lasted a scant 12 
years, bombed to ruins by Allied 
forces . 

But Bible prophecy reveals that 
man's dreams of world empire are 
not yet dead . There will yet arise 
a final ill-fated attempt to gain 
control over the world. But that, 
too, will fail totally.

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Are the 
Holy Days to Be 

Kept Today? 
Were the festivals given to ancient Israel 

intended only for the Old Testament and abolished 
by the New? Which days, if any, should we 

observe today? Here's the truth, straight from the Bible! 

"WhY do you 
observe all 

those strange 
festivals?" members of 
God's Church are often 
asked. 

"Weren't those Old Testa­
ment Holy Days abolished by 
the New Testament Church? I 
thought the Holy Days were 
just for the Jews." 

"Why don't you keep the same 
holidays the other churches 
keep?" 

Good questions! For centuries, 
critics have challenged God's 
annual Sabbaths and disdained 
His Church for observing them 
(Acts 20:29-30). 

Yet, as this article will show, 
the true Church of God's basis 
for observing the festivals of God 
outlined in Leviticus 23 - the 
Passover, the Feast of Unleav­
ened Bread, Pentecost, the Feast 
of Trumpets, the Day of Atone­
ment, the Feast of Tabernacles 
and the Last Great Day - is 
rooted firmly in the New Testa­
ment as well as in the Old. 

The plain truth is that God's

Holy Days were actively observed 
by Jesus Christ and the New Tes­
tament Church, and true Chris­
tians are to be actively observing 
them today. 

The role of anti-Semitism 

Attacks on God's Holy Days 
are nothing new. Early in the his­
tory of the New Testament 
Church, some of the Church's 
gentile membership began to dis­
parage God's Holy Days. Eventu­
ally, most such gentiles came to 
consider the Holy Days merely 
Jewish observances. Those who 
retained the Passover, Pentecost 
and the Feast of Tabernacles 
were labeled "Judaizers." 

Why was this line of attack 
successful? For the simple reason 
that two ill-fated Jewish revolts 
against Rome, in A.D. 66-73 and 
A .D. 132-135, made Judaism 
extremely unpopular throughout 
the Roman Empire. 

After these two bloody and 
protracted struggles, the Romans 
held everything Jewish in con­
tempt, especially the characteris­
tic earmarks of Judaism - the 
weekly Sabbath, Passover, the 
Jewish New Year (Feast of 

Trumpets) and Yom Kippur (the 
Day of Atonement). Only a 
decade after the death of the 
apostle John (about the end of the 
first century), Ignatius of Anti­
och wrote, "If we are still living 
according to Judaism to this day, 
then we are admitting that we 
have not received grace" (The 
Early Christian Fathers, page 
43). 

Anti-Jewish bias, then, became 
a catalyst for false teachers to 
encourage the abandonment of 
the Sabbath and the Holy Days 
(Acts 20:29-30, II Corinthians 
11: 13). Early in the second cen­
tury, the spurious "Epistle to 
Diognetus" denounced "the su­
perstition of the Jews." 

Thus, the Bible prophecies 
foretelling that the Church would 
be betrayed from within (Mat­
thew 7: 15, II Peter 2: 1, II Timo­
thy 4:3) came to pass. Anti-Semi­
tism was an excuse for Latin 
Christianity to jettison the Sab­
bath and God's feast days. 

By the A.D. 90s Victor I, Bish­
op of Rome, threatened to excom­
municate whole churches in Asia 
Minor still holding to the Pass-, 
over. By A.D. 154 Polycarp of 



Smyrna, John's disciple, disputed 
with the bishop of Rome about 
keeping the Passover on the J 4th 
of Nisan. Rome was busily imple­
menting Easter Sunday as an 
annual commemoration of the 
resurrection, in place of the Pass­
over, which commemorated the 
death of Jesus . 

When Emperor Constantine 
(A.D . 306-337) allied himself 
with the Roman church to use it 
as a politically unifying force, 
state pressure compelled any "Ju­
daizers" in the empire to abandon 
Passover and the true "Lord's 
Day" (the seventh-day Sabbath). 

Thus, 1,260 years of cnnstant 
persecution began for those rem­
nants of God's Church still keep­
ing the Holy Days (Revelation 
12:6). Those who would keep 
God ' s festivals were driven 
underground. Only a precious 
few knew the essentials of God's 
plan of salvation, which can be 
fully understood only through 
observing the Holy Days.

Christ's example 

To whom - to what authority 
- should a Christian turn for 
enlightenment on the issue of 
which days to observe as religiou5 
festivals? 

Why not begin with the very 
founder of Christianity? Some 
forget the obvious fact that Jesus 
Christ was a Jew (Hebrews 7:14). 
He was reared in a home faithful­
ly obeying the Old Testament 
commands: "His parents went to 
Jerusalem every year at the Feast 
of the Passover. And when He 
was twelve years old, they went 
up to Jerusalem according to the 
custom of the feast" (Luke 2:41-
42) . From earliest childhood 
Jesus Christ kept the Passover 
and the seven-day Feast that fol­
lowed , called Unleavened Bread 
(verse 43). 

These Days of Unleavened 
Bread were first observed by the 
Israelites immediately after es­
caping the slavery of Egypt. (By 
the way, if you think one has to 

live in Jerusalem to celebrate 
God's Holy Days, see Exodus 12 
and 13 and Leviticus 23. The 
Israelites were nowhere near 
Jerusalem in either case.) 

So we see that the Bible tells us 
plainly Jesus Christ observed the 
Holy Days during His early life. 
But did Christ annul these Holy 
Days during His ministry? Did 
He supersede them with new days 
like Good Friday, Ash Wednes­
day and Easter Sunday? Notice: 
"Now the Feast of Unleavened 
Bread drew near, which is called 
Passover. ... And He sent Peter 
and John, saying, 'Go and prepare 
the Passover for us, that we may 
eat'" (Luke 22:1,8). 

Here was Jesus' perfect oppor­
tunity to cancel the Passover and 
introduce Easter or some other 
festival. But He did not! Jesus 
commanded His disciples, the 
foundation stones of the Church 
of God (Ephesians 2:20), to pre­
pare the traditional Passover the 
Jews always observed. 

"And when the hour had come, 
He sat down, and the twelve apos­
tles with Him. Then He said to 
them, 'With fervent desire I have 
desired to eat this Passover with 
you before I suffer; for I say to 
you, I will no longer eat of it until 
it is fulfilled in the kingdom of 
God'" (Luke 22:14-16). 

Not only did Jesus ,observe 
every detail of the Passover on the 
14th of Nisan, the first month on 
God's sacred calendar, but He 
clearly taught that the Passover 
would be observed in the King­
dom of God! 

What an amazing, 'eye-opening 
truth! 

All Jesus changed were the 
Passover symbols. Now Chris­
tians take bread and wine that 
night instead of eating a lamb. 
The bread-and-wine ceremony is 
part of the New Testament Pass­
over, an ordinance of remem­
brance - a commanded memori­
al of the death of our Savior 
(Luke 22:17-20). 

All four gospels command this 
Passover observance as an act of 
obedience to Jesus Christ of 
Nazareth (Matthew 26:19-29, 
Mark 14:12-25, John 13:1-17) . 

What about the other Holy 

Days? What about the Feast of 
Tabernacles, the annual family 
highlight of God's Church today? 
Is this also binding on the New 
Testament Christian? Yes in­
deed. John's gospel proves this 
beyond a doubt. 

Evidence from John 

The fourth gospel dates to 
about the last decade of the first 
century. Internal evidence indi­
cates it was composed after the 
Roman clampdown in Judea in 
A.D. 70. For instance, John uses 
the Roman manner of counting 
time common after A.D. 70, and 
only he of all the gospel writers 
labels the Sea of Galilee the "Sea 
of Tiberias," another Roman 
innovation . 

The early church historian 
Eusebius records that John gov­
erned the churches in Asia Minor 
"after the death of Domitian." 
Domitian was assassinated in 
A.D. 96 (Ecclesiastical History, 
3.23.1 ) . 

At that time, in the . late first 
century A.D., heresy abounded. 
Doctrinal aberrations about the 
nature and authority of Jesus 
Christ proliferated. Some teach­
ers urged adopting Sunday and 
abandoning the Saturday Sabbath 
to escape the stigma attached to 
everything Jewish. 

All of this John, the last 
remaining apostle, counteracts in 
his gospel. John mentions "the 
Jews" almost 70 times. It is John 
who records Jesus' statement, 
"Salvation is of the Jews" (John 
4:22). John's book pivots around 
Christ's last Passover; eight of his 
21 chapters narrate the events of 
Jesus' last day on earth, the 14th 
of Nisan. 

Now you can understand why 
John, in several places, carefully 
records Jesus Christ, Head of the 
true Church, scrupulously ob­
serving the festivals found in 
Leviticus 23. 

"Now the Passover of the Jews 
was at hand, and Jesus went up to 
Jerusalem " (John 2: 13). 

"Now when He was in Jerusa­
lem at the Passover, during the 
feast, many believed in His 
name" (verse 23) . 

"After this there was a feast of 
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the Jews, and Jesus went up to 
Jerusalem" (John 5:1). 

"Now the Jews' Feast of Tab­
ernacles was at hand " (John 
7:2). 

John painstakingly records 
Christ's dedication to observing 
the Holy Days! 

At the time of His last Feast of 
Tabernacles, Jesus could not go 
up publicly, because He knew 
that His enemies would be watch­
ing for Him. Nevertheless, He 
did attend the Feast, traveling 
there in secret, and His enemies 
sought to take Him (verses 8-
II) . 

How did Jesus observe the 
New Testament Feast of Taber­
nacles? "Now about the middle 
of the feast Jesus went up into the 
temple and taught. ... Then Je­
sus cried out, as He taught in the 
temple .. . on the last day, that 
great day of the feast, Jesus stood 
and cried out" (John 7:14, 28, 
37). (Be sure to read the article 
entitled "The Last Day, That 
Great Day" beginning on page 29 
of this issue. It explains God's 
seventh annual festival, the Last 
Great Day.) 

Jesus Christ, active Head of 
His Church (Colossians 1:18), 
kept the Feast of Tabernacles by 
instituting powerful preaching 
services. Even His adversaries 
were impressed. "No man ever 
spoke like this Man!" they 
exclaimed (John 7:46). 

God's Church keeps the Feast 
of Tabernacles in the same way 
today. The Feast of Tabernacles 
in particular revolves around con­
vocations where God's people lis­
ten to inspired preaching from 
God's ministers. 

In spirit and truth 

Those who argue against keep­
ing God's Holy Days sometimes 
claim that Levitical law specified 
that the Holy Days could only be 
kept in Jerusalem. 

Yet Jesus said, "Believe Me, 
the hour is coming when you will 
neither on this mountain, nor in 
Jerusalem, worship the Fa­
ther . ... But the hour is coming, 
and now is, when the true wor­
shipers will worship the Father in 
spirit and truth; for the Father is 
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seeking such to worship Him. 
God is Spirit, and those who wor­
ship Him must worship in spirit 
and truth" (John 4:21-24) . 

How Satan would like to 
ensnare us (Ephesians 4:14)! The 
important thing for New Testa­
ment feast observers is not to 
observe the festivals in Jerusalem, 
but to observe them in spirit and 
in truth - in other words, drink­
ing deeply of the awesome signif­
icance of these Holy Days in the 
plan of salvation. 

The Church of God's Feast 
sites at the Festival of Taber­
nacles - of which there are more 
than 80 around the world - do 
indeed portray the spiritual truth 
of God's plan for all people every­
where (Malachi I : 11). 

Jerusalem is not the only place 
to celebrate the Holy Days. God's 
Holy Days were actually first cel­
ebrated, as far as we know, in 
Egypt while the Israelites were 
coming out of bondage (Exodus 
12:1-2). How obvious that God's 
Church may meet in any geo­
graphic region for the festivals. 
The restriction to Jerusalem only 
applied under the Levitical priest­
hood . We worship under the Mel­
chizedek priesthood of Jesus 
Christ (Hebrews 5:5-10) . 

"I can see that," some have 
argued. "Obviously Jesus kept 
the Holy Days, but didn't He 
only do that to fulfill the law as 
the prophecies said? How can we 
know if these festivals are for the 
Church today?" 

Remember two things: 
1) Jesus Christ is our example, 

our standard, our pattern (I Peter 
2:21) . What He did, we must 
do. 

2) Jesus commanded His own 
disciples to observe the Passover, 
Unleavened Bread and the Feast 
of Tabernacles (Luke 22:8, John 
7:8, 14:15). These men were part 
of the very foundation of the New 
Testament Church. What were 
they supposed to teach us? 

Jesus Christ 's last command to 
His disciples tells us: "Go there­
fore and make disciples of all the 
nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and of the 
Son and of the Holy Spirit, teach­
ing them to observe all things 

that I have commanded you; and 
10, I am with you always, even to 
the end of the age" (Matthew 
28:19-20). 

Jesus commanded His disciples 
to observe the Holy Days. The 
disciples, in turn, taught Holy 
Day observance to the Church (I 
Corinthians 11 :23-28), the same 
Church that still exists in this end 
time. 

Has Jesus changed His mind 
on doctrine? No. "Jesus Christ is 
the same yesterday, today, and 
forever" (Hebrews 13:8) . 

The early Church's practice 

The book of Acts documents 
that the early Church observed 
the Holy Days. Luke's inspired 
account of the young Church in 
action shows how faithful the ear­
ly Christians were to God's 
annual festivals. 

Acts 2: I says: "Now when the 
Day of Pentecost had fully come, 
they were all with one accord in 
one place." 

Pentecost is a Greek word 
meaning "count 50." It refers to 
the counting of 50 days beginning 
with the Sunday that falls during 
the Days of Unleavened Bread. 
At this precise time during that 
spring festival, firstfruits were 
offered in the Temple (Leviticus 
23: 15-17). Fifty days later was 
the Feast of Firstfruits, at the end 
of the early summer barley har­
vest in Palestine. 

That is the same 50th day, 
Pentecost, that we find Christ's 
disciples observing in Acts 2: 1. 

Years later, around A.D. 57, 
Paul, whom many assume op­
posed God's laws and "Jewish" 
festivals, "was hurrying to be at 
Jerusalem, if possible, on the Day 
of Pentecost" (Acts 20:16). He 
even wrote to his gentile converts 
in Corinth, "I will tarry in Ephe­
sus until Pentecost" (I Corin­
thians 16:8). 

What powerful testimony that 
the gentile Christians in Corinth 
knew the exact time for Pente­
cost. Of course, as we have seen, 
the wave-sheaf ritual directly 
connects Pentecost with the Days 
of Unleavened Bread. It is signifi­
cant, then, that the book of Acts 
clearly documents the early 



Church observing the Days of 
Unleavened Bread. 

Notice: "Now it was during 
the Days of Unleavened Bread" 
(Acts 12:3). 

"But we sailed away from Phi­
lippi after the Days of Unleav­
ened Bread" (Acts 20:6). 

Yet the plainest evidence that 
the early Church observed the 
Passover and the Days of Unleav­
ened Bread is embedded in that 
same epistle cited earlier for its 
mention of Pentecost, Paul's first 
letter to the Corinthians. 

Paul, rebuking the Corinthians 
for their spiritual shallowness, 
writes: " Your glorying is not 
good. Do you not know that a 
little leaven leavens the whole 
lump?" (I Corinthians 5:6). 

Any Jew would have under­
stood the reference to leaven . 
After all , they observed seven 
days of eating bread with no leav­
en (Exodu s 13 :6). Yet the 
Corinthian church was primarily 
a gentile church, founded by the 
"apostle to the Gentiles" himself 
(Romans 11:13). 

Paul admonishes these same 
Greek converts, "Therefore purge 
out the old leaven, that you may 
be a new lump" (I Corinthians 
5:7). This analogy is easily under­
stood by those keeping the Days 
of Unleavened Bread - "since 
you truly are unleavened." 

Paul is explaining that al­
though the Corinthians had de­
leavened their houses physically, 
they had to also purge themselves 
of spiritual leaven - sin. 

Christ kept and was the 
Passover 

Paul continues, "For indeed 
Christ, our Passover, was sacri­
ficed for us ." Yes, that same 
Jesus Christ who kept the Pass­
over became the perfect Passover 
sacrifice, "the Lamb of God who 
takes away the sin of the world!" 
(John 1:29). 

"Therefore let us keep the 
feast," Paul commands in I 
Corinthians 5:8, "not with old 
leaven, nor with the leaven of 
malice and wickedness, but with 
the unleavened bread of sincerity 
and truth." 

"Let us keep the feast," the 

apostle to the gentiles told his 
gentile converts. Could anything 
be clearer? 

By contrast, professing Chris­
tianity cannot find even one clear 
scripture to command Christmas, 
Easter or Lent. (Information on 
the true origins of these obser­
vances is available in our free 
booklets The Plain Truth About 
Christmas and The Plain Truth 
About Easter. For copies, mail 
the request envelope in this issue 
or write to our address nearest 
you.) 

In I Corinthians 11 :23-26 Paul 
gives a succinct review and out­
line of the Passover service, show­
ing that Christ's death must be 
commemorated at night, "when 
the hour had come," as Luke 
22:14 shows. Yet why do profess­
ing Christians observe a bread­
and-wine ceremony on Sunday 
mornings instead of "on the same 
night in which He was betrayed" 
(I Corinthians 11 :23)? 

Fall festivals kept, too 

Luke, in Acts 18:21 , records 
Paul as saying, "I must by all 
means keep this coming feast in 
Jerusalem." Paul was probably 
referring to the Feast of Taber­
nacles in A .D. 52. 

Luke also records Paul's active 
awareness of another Holy Day 
when he notes, "Much time had 
been spent, and sailing was now 
dangerous because the Fast was 
already over" (Acts 27:9). 

Even the staunchly Protestant 
Jamieson, Fausset and Brown 
Commentary admits that "the 
Fast" here refers to the Day of 
Atonement, first commanded in 
Leviticus 23:27. It is Paul, after 
all, who explains the ultimate 
meaning of the events performed 
on the Day of Atonement. Check 
it in chapter 9 of Hebrews. 

. Even the one festival of Leviti­
cus 23 not directly named in the 
New Testament - the Day of 
Trumpets (Leviticus 23 :24-25) 
- is obliquely referred to in 
Colossians 2:16, where Paul 
counsels gentile Christians to 
ignore critics accusing them of 
misconduct on "a festival or a 
new moon or sabbaths." 

The outstanding "new moon" 

of the Jewish calendar was the 
first of Tishri, the beginning of 
the Jewish civil year, known 
today as the Jewish New Year 
(Psalm 81:3) . This new moon was 
a vital key to calendar computa­
tion in Judaism, and still is . 

Incorrectly observing or noting 
the new moon of Tishri could 
cause the other Holy Days to fall 
on the wrong days, too. The Day 
of Trumpets was such an obvious 
and significant part of the calen­
dar - part of the "oracles of 
God" committed to the Jews 
(Romans 3:2) - that the other 
festivals hinged upon it. 

How could the early Church 
have missed it? They observed all 
the others! 

In force now 

Obviously, the Church of God 
need not feel defensive about so­
called Jewish festivals. The evi­
dence is unanimous. The gospels, 
the book of Acts (the main 
inspired account of early Church 
history) and the epistles - the 
bedrock title deeds of the Church 
of God - teach and reiterate the 
Holy Days of Leviticus 23. 

It was Christ ' s custom to 
observe the Holy Days (John 
5: 1), and Paul said to imitate him 
as he imitated Christ (I Corin­
thians 11:1). Paul clearly ob­
served the Holy Days (Acts 
24: 14) and taught them to the 
gentiles (I Thessalonians 2: 14) . 
Peter knew that Christ set the 
example and that the Church of 
God "should follow His steps" (I 
Peter 2:21). 

Peter condemned the hypo­
crites in the first-century Church 
who corrupted themselves "in 
their own deceptions while they 
feast with you" (II Peter .2:13) . 
What feasts did Peter, James and 
John , Paul, Andrew and Jude 
grow up observing? None but 
those mentioned in Leviticus 23 
(II Timothy 3: 15-16). 

Years later, Jude referred to 
the heretics in his day as "spots in 
your love feasts, while they feast 
with you" (Jude 12). 

Surely we know by now what 
feasts these were! They are to be 
kept by God's true people 
today! 0 
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YESTERDAY 
and 

TODAY 
Many have regarded the feast days 

merely as Old Testament customs - archaic 
curiosities from way back in "Bible times." 

But God's festival celebrations are 
always up to date. Here's how to keep 

them in the 20th century.

Sometimes it's hard for 
certain people to see 
the Bible as up to 

date. To many, the Bible 
seems so old-fashioned -
so "long ago." 

Take, for example, the 
Feast of Tabernacles. Most 
people in the professing Chris­
tian world have never even 
heard of the Feast of Taber­
nacles . Those who have heard 
of it associate it only with 
ancient Jewish traditions. 

Few have realized what a mar­
velous celebration, with deep

spiritual meaning, the Feast . of 
Tabernacles is . Yet those who 
keep it today have found it the 
highlight of the year. It is a time 
of family togetherness, a time of 
learning, of joy, a time to under­
stand more fully the plan God is 
working out on this earth. 

Other articles in this special 
Fall Feast edition of The Good 
News explain why God's feast 
days should be kept today, and 
what the feast days picture. In 
this article we would like to show 
how the feast days were kept in 
ancient times and how they are 
kept today. 

There is no greater joy than the 

Feast of Tabernacles , and we 
want our readers to understand. 

A time to rejoice 

When God first instructed the 
nat ion of Israel to observe the 
annual feast days, He gave special 
instructions on financing the fes­
tivals so every family could prop­
erly rejoice. There were to be sev­
en feast days observed in three 
festival seasons. 

Notice God ' s instruction: 
"You shall truly tithe all the 
increase of your grain that the 
field produces year by year. And 
you shall eat before the Lord your 
God , in the pl ace where He 



chooses to make His name abide, 
the tithe of your grain and your 
new wine and your oil, of the 
firstlings of your herds and your 
flocks, that you may learn to fear 
the Lord your God always. 

"But if the journey is too long 
for you, so that you are not able 
to carry the tithe, or if the place 
w here the Lord your God chooses 
to put His name is too far from 
you, when the Lord your God has 
blessed you, then you shall 
exchange it for money, take the 
money in your hand, and go to 
the place which the Lord your 
God chooses. 

"And you shall spend that 

money for whatever your heart 
desires: for oxen or sheep, for 
wine or similar drink, for what­
ever your heart desires; you shall 
eat there before the Lord your 
God, and you shall rejoice, you 
and your household" (Deuterono­
my 14:22-26). 

Some professing Christian 
ministers have actually said that 
keeping the feast days is a curse, 
a yoke of bondage. But from 
reading the law God gave Moses, 
it certainly doesn't sound like 
God intended the feasts to be a 
yoke of bondage. It is evident 
God gave Israel His feasts to be 
times of family joy. He instructed

every head of household to save 
for the feasts, take the family and 
rejoice. 

And that is exactly what God 
wants us to do today! 

Read further what God in­
structed in Deuteronomy 16: 13-
15: "You shall observe the Feast 
of Tabernacles seven days, when 
you have gathered from your 
threshing floor and from your 
winepress; and you shall rejoice in 
your feast , you and your son and 
your daughter, your manservant 
and your maidservant and the 
Levite, the stranger and the fath­
erless and the widow, who are 
within your gates. 

"Seven days you shall keep a 
sacred feast to the Lord your God 
in the place which the Lord 
chooses, because the Lord your 
God will bless you in all your pro­
duce and in all the work of your 
hands, so that you surely 
rejoice." 

Feast-keeping in the 
Old Testament 

As we just read, the Israelites 
of old were told to keep the feasts 
where God instructed. At that 
time the feasts were observed in 
Jerusalem. 

Families would save for the 
feast seasons, and those who lived 
in other areas would travel to 
Jerusalem. The spring Feast of 
Passover, the early summer Feast 
of Firstfruits and the fall Feast of 
Tabernacles would find Jerusa­
lem filled with families from all 
over the nation . 

The autumn Feast, which the 
Jewish people called Succoth, was 
the most special. By Jesus' time, 
the Jewish historian Josephus 
describes Jerusalem swelling to 
three times its normal size at the 
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feast season!;. In order to stay for 
the festival week, people would 
make out of palm fronds tempo­
rary housing units on the flat 
roofs of Jerusalem's houses. Here 
families would sleep at night; 
during the day they attended 
Temple services and visited with 
their friends and relatives . 

It was at the Feast of Taber­
nacles season that Joseph and 
Mary came to Jerusalem, in the 
days of the Roman taxation. 
There was no room at any of the 
inns, so when it was time for 
Mary to deliver the baby, Jesus 
was born in a nearby stable and 
placed in a manger for the first 
few days (Luke 2: 1-7). 

Later, when Jesus was 12 years 
old, He came to Jerusalem for the 
spring Passover Feast, as the fam­
ily custom was every year (verse 
41) . Even though only 12, the 
young Jesus spent the days "in 
the temple, sitting in the midst of 
the teachers, · both listening to 
them and asking them questions" 
(verse 46) . 

Thus we see the feasts were a 
time for family trips, hearing the 
way of God and rejoicing in song, 
meals and fellowship. 

But what about today? 

Up to the time of Jesus, the 
feast days were observed in Jeru­
salem. But that was not the only 
place where God would choose to 
place His name. 

Later in His ministry, Jesus 
said to the Samaritan woman, 
"Believe Me, the hour is coming 
when you will neither on this 
mountain [where the Samaritans 
held worship services], nor in 
Jerusalem, worship the Father" 
(John 4:21). 

The time would come when 
Jerusalem would not be the only 
place to worship God and observe 
His festivals . The New Testa­
ment Church would grow and 
spread throughout the world and 
observe God's feasts in other geo­
graphic regions. 

Many have falsely concluded 
the Holy Days are not to be 
observed by the New Testament 
Church. This concept is utterly 
false. True Christians are to be 
keeping God's festivals today -
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they were instituted forever. Be 
sure to read the article "Are the 
Holy Days to Be Kept Today?" 
beginning on page 8 of this 
issue. 

But how are God's feasts to be 
kept today? 

In the Old Testament, sacrifi­
cial rituals were an important 
part of Holy Day observance. But 
since Christ was the Passover 
lamb and the sacrifices were a 
picture of His sacrifice for our 
sins, we do not continue to offer 
animal sacrifices today. 

The Holy Days, however, did 
not picture Christ's sacrifice (ex­
cept the Passover, which is still 
observed as a memorial of His 
death) . The festival seasons pic­
ture something altogether differ­
ent - the plan of salvation God is 
working out on this earth through 
humans. 

And that is the primary reason 
to keep the feasts. Without an 
understanding of the annual Holy 
Days, one cannot understand 
what man is nor the reason for 
human life. 

One of 
life's greatest joys 

The first and most important 
part of festival observance today 
is the spiritual understanding of 
God's plan. God's ministers give 
in-depth sermons of understand­
ing and inspiration to help keep 
God's people motivated to the 
high calling we have in Christ 
Jesus. 

But we have. also seen how God 
designed the festival seasons as 
times of family togetherness - of 
fun and relaxation . That's the 
way they should be kept today. 

God showed that His feasts 
would be kept in the place where 
He would place His name (Deu­
teronomy 14:23-24). Today God 
has led His Church to some of the 
most beautiful and educational 
resorts and convention centers in 
the world. 

In such environments God's 
people can live apart from their 
everyday world and work. Thou­
sands can assemble to hear inspir­
ing sermons, and in periods of 
free time visit cultural and educa­
tional sites, enjoy fine food, relax 

on beautiful beaches or hike 
through alpine meadows. 

Satan the devil has attempted 
to counterfeit God's festivals by 
instituting a whole system of 
pagan celebrations and calling 
them Christian . 

Yet at Satan's so-called holiday 
seasons more traffic deaths, mur­
ders, suicides, sicknesses and 
heartaches occur than at any 
other times of the year. There is 
more crime, drunkenness and 
going into debt, as well. 

Yet if one today chooses not to 
observe these pagan holidays and 
to instead observe the Holy Days 
that God commands he is viewed 
as weird, odd and maybe a little 
bit crazy. 

But once someone has stepped 
out in faith , set his mind to obey 
God and keep His feasts and 
saved a tithe of his income for 
these wonderful occasions, he will 
wonder how he ever made it with­
out observing the Holy Days. 

My children have been reared 
all their lives with a knowledge of 
God's festivals. Now that some 
are grown, many of their fondest 
memories are of keeping the Holy 
Days. We have saved for trips to 
England and Australia . By 
observing the Holy Days with 
God's people, we have traveled as 
a family throughout most of the 
United States and Canada. 

And through it all , we have 
never been in debt purchasing 
excess gifts we couldn't afford. 

We have grown each year in 
spiritual understanding and have 
profited from the education of 
travel. 

Noone can ever tell me keep­
ing God's feasts is a yoke of bond­
age and a burden. 

Many of our new readers may 
not have known much about these 
Holy Days before reading this 
issue of The Good News. But we 
have tried to show the plan and 
purpose of God as revealed in the 
Holy Days. 

Keeping the Holy Days is one 
of life's greatest joys. If you

Character - the part of a per- ~ 
son's makeup that guides him or ~ 



her in making right decisions -
is not part of education today. 
Yet without this vital missing ele­
ment, any education is danger­
ously incomplete. 

What the world needs now to 
solve its problems is not bigger 
and better inventions, scientific 
advances or medical break­
throughs. It needs men and 
women in all walks of life with 
right character - who have been 
taught to know right from wrong, 
and who choose to do what is 
right. 

But this world can't teach that 
- it doesn't know that way! 

Jesus Christ does know, and 
He is soon going to return to this 
earth and begin to rebuild society 
from the ground up. He will go 
even deeper than that - He will 
give it a new foundation. That is 
the Gospel - good news - the 
Bible and this magazine proclaim 
(Mark 1:14-15). 

A wrong foundation 

No matter how beautiful or 
well built a building appears, it is 
never going to be right if it is 
built on shaky foundations. Soci­
ety began to be built on a wrong 
foundation when Adam and Eve 
chose to decide for themselves 
what is right and wrong rather 
than rely on God to teach them. 

Without God's direction, hu­
mans cannot know right from 
wrong or good from evil. The 
world has gone wrong ever since 
the first humans made their 
wrong choice. 

Certainly, some good things 
have been invented, some good 
music composed, some good 
books written. In every age there 
have been some basically kind, 
generous, well-intentioned people 
who have sincerely tried to do 
what they thought was good. 

But without guidance from 
God, under the influence of Satan 
the devil, this world is over­
whelmingly evil! 

Jesus Christ was a builder and 
carpenter. A builder knows that 
when a structure is unsound in its 
foundation, it has to be torn down 
and started again. 

Contrary to what most people 
have been taught, Jesus Christ is 

not trying to save this world, nor 
is He trying to make it better. 
But when it collapses under its 
weight of sin, misery and igno­
rance, He is ready to start an 
entirely new world built on a 
sound foundation - the Word of 
God - the foundation of all true 
knowledge. 

There is more to that Word of 
God than you might think. 

More than just religion 

Although the Bible is one of 
the best-selling books of all time, 
most people - even religious 
people - are surprisingly igno­
rant of its contents. Oh, they 
know that the Ten Command­
ments are in there somewhere, 
along with stories about Jesus, 
David and Goliath, Daniel and 
the lion's den and the journeys of 
the apostle Paul. 

They may have been taught 
that the Bible teaches Jesus was 
crucified on Good Friday, rose on 
Easter Sunday and is now trying 
to save you, so that if you "ac­
cept" Him and get "born again," 
you will go to heaven instead of 
hell when you die. 

They are absolutely astonished 
when they learn that the Bible 
actually teaches nothing of the 
kind. 

What the Bible does teach is a 
way of life - an integrated pat­
tern of laws, principles and exam­
ples that, if practiced and obeyed, 
would solve every problem the 
human race faces today. 

God has given us more than 
just a religious book. In the world 
tomorrow, when the Word of 
God becomes the foundation on 
which all knowledge is built, 
Jesus Christ will use that Word 
to reeducate all nations and 
peoples in the way of life that 
works (Isaiah 2:2-4). 

When God brought the chil­
dren of Israel out of captivity in 
Egypt, He realized that they had 
lost the knowledge of His way. 
They needed more than just a 
new religion. 

He had to teach them what 
they could eat and what was unfit 
for human consumption. He had 
to instruct them in basic rules of 
hygiene. They didn't even know 

what day of the week it was. So, 
as God prepared them for life in 
the promised land, He gave them, 
through Moses, a thorough set of 
rules. These practical regulations 
covered all aspects of daily living, 
based on the overall principle of 
loving one's neighbor as oneself. 

A building code prevented 
unsafe, slipshod construction. 
Laws on the sale and inheritance 
of land safeguarded property. 
Economic laws guaranteed a mea­
sure of prosperity for all willing 
to work. Even the indolent and 
incompetent were treated in such 
a way that their families wouldn't 
suffer. Widows and orphans were 
given special consideration. No 
one was forced to be destitute. 

Other laws governed the use of 
agricultural land and the care of 
fruit trees. Even nesting birds 
were protected. 

It was a beautiful system and, 
if followed, would have produced 
an ideal society. But ancient 
Israel chose not to obey, and they 
paid the penalty. 

But would it work today? 

Today those rules are consid­
ered, at best, a historical curiosi­
ty. They are interesting, but sure­
ly not practical for the modern 
world, are they? 

Nothing could be further from 
the truth. It is this world, follow­
ing a way of life that definitely 
doesn't work, that is impractical. 

In the world tomorrow, when 
every nation has a clean start, 
these "ancient laws" will be seen 
in a startling new light. They will 
be regarded as an exciting, practi­
cal, "state-of-the-art" way to do 
things. 

Man is quite capable of solving 
technical problems, but even 
these solutions must be based on 
the foundation of God's law. Thus 
even an architect or engineer 
should be thoroughly grounded in 
the Word of God, reminded of 
how God's laws apply to his or 
her profession, before even pick­
ing up a pencil or wrench. 

If there is an automobile indus­
try in the world tomorrow, it will 
be governed by the laws of God. 
The product will be safe and of 
quality construction. The buyer 
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will be prepared to pay a fair 
price, so that the manufacturer 
will have a fair profit and still be 
able to pay a fair wage to 
employees. Those employees will 
give a fair day's work and will 
take pride in their craftsmanship, 
so that the buyer will feel he has 
value for his money. 

That, to put it mildly, is not the 
way cars are built today. They 
can't be, in a world built on a 
foundation of competition and 
greed . 

We shouldn't just pick on the 
automobile industry. The same is 
true for the retail trade, enter­
tainment and media, the law, 
farming, trans­
portation and 
sports - every 
facet of life. 

When the 
Kingdom of 
God is estab­
lished, every 
area of society 
will be regu­
lated by men 
and women who 
have been thoroughly 
with right knowledge. 

Starting out right 

Such education will begin in 
the home. That is where children 
should begin to learn true values. 
Today, many parents have ig­
nored the teaching of character 
and values, or left such teaching 
to the schools. Teachers, however, 
should not be expected to teach 
undisciplined, resentful, turned­
off children who have no desire to 
learn. 

God lays the responsibility 
firmly on the parents to lay a 
foundation of right character: 
"And these words [God's com­
mandments, statutes and judg­
ments, written in the Bible] 
which I command you today shall 
be in your heart; you shall teach 
them diligently to your children, 
and shall talk of them when you 
sit in your house, when you walk 
by the way, when you lie down, 
and when you rise up" (Deuter­
onomy 6:6-7). 

Once the parent-child relation­
ship has been restored, the school 
can concentrate on fulfilling its

proper function. Working in close 
cooperation with parents (some­
thing most teachers crave today), 
the school can impart further 
knowledge. All education, up to 
the very highest level , will be 
based on the foundation of God's

law. With one worldwide standard 
of right and wrong, the nations of 
the world will have a basis for 
cooperation. Without conflicting 
ideologies and prejudice, prob­
lems that arise between people can 
be resolved peacefully. 

Will it work? Can Christ really 
build a new world on laws and 
statutes revealed thousands of 
years ago? It's a nice dream, but 
is there any practical evidence 
that it can be done? 

Engraved in the wall over the 
southwest entrance of Ambassa­
dor Hall, on the Pasadena, Calif., 

campus of Ambassador College, 
are the words "The Word of God 
Is the Foundation of Knowl­
edge." Since it was opened in 
1947, the college has endeavored 
to live up to that. 

The name Ambassador Col­
lege was chosen after careful con­
sideration . "As most colleges 
today claim to train students for 
their part in the world ... to 
become a part of the world, 
AMBASSADOR COLLEGE has a dia­
metrically opposite purpose," 
writes Chancellor Herbert W . 
Armstrong. "It is to teach stu­
dents to come out of this world 
and be separate .. . to live by 

every word of 
God, instead of 
the ways and 
customs of the 
world . .. and 
yet, while not 
being of this 
world, but rath­
er strangers and 
foreigners in it, 
we shall train 
them to be AM­
BASSADORS for 
Christ. We 
hope, therefore, 
to train every 

student to be an AMBASSADOR for 
Christ and His coming Kingdom, 
which we represent." 

Ambassador was founded as a 
liberal-arts college rather than a 
Bible school or religious semi­
nary, because Mr. Armstrong had 
learned that all education, not 
just "religious" education, must 
be founded on the Word of 
God . 

That way of doing things is 
carried through every aspect of 
the work of God today, as God's 
Church strives to fulfill its God­
given commissions. 

Two millennia ago, Jesus 
Christ gave His disciples the 
commission to "preach the gospel 
to every creature" (Mark 
16:15). 

The Worldwide Church of God 
takes this commission seriously. 
For more than half a century, the 
Plain Truth magazine has kept 
readers abreast of world news in 
light of Bible prophecy.

T he Feast of Taber­

When Jesus Christ returns, 
true Christians will be changed 
into spirit beings to reign with 
Christ as kings and priests (Reve­
lation 5: 10). So what does that 
make their children? Well, the 
children of kings are known as 
princes and princesses! 

So likewise, the children of 
true Christians can look forward 
to being looked up to and honored 
on the human level by other 
humans. The same would apply to 
young people who are seeking to 
learn God's will, but whose par-



ents will not necessarily be in the 
first resurrection. 

And what a wonderful society 
it will be under Christ's rule: no 
sickness, no crime, no pollution, 
abundant crops, perfect weather 
patterns, no wars, no armies, no 
hostile animals, happy families . 

But if you are a member of 
God's Church today, have you 
stopped to realize that that won­
derful world tomorrow, that per­
fect society, is not for you? 

That's right - the world 
tomorrow is not really for mem­
bers of God's Church. It really is 
for our children. 

The members of God's Church 
will then be spirit beings. We'll 
be part of God's Family, assisting 
Jesus Christ in governing and 
teaching that perfect world. We 
will see to it that Christ's instruc­
tions are carried out to the last 
detail. But we will not be the ones 
to do the physical building of that 
society, nor will we be the ones to 
benefit most from the ideal phys­
ical environment. 

The actual restoring of the old 
wastes, the planting and reaping 
of bumper crops and the building 
of beautiful homes and cities will 
be carried out by humans. And 
the teenagers from God's Church 
are destined to be among the 
leaders and beneficiaries of that 
society. 

In Zechariah 8:23 God talks 
about that time: "In those days 
ten men from every language of 
the nations shall grasp the sleeve 
of a Jewish man, saying, 'Let us 
go with you, for we have heard 
that God is with you.' " 

When other people at the 
beginning of the Millennium find 
out that a teenager's father or 
mother is now a member of the 
God Family - when they discov­
er that the teenager attended 
God's Church or studied the 
Church's teachings in this age -
then they will look up to that 
teenager to show them the way. 

Those teenagers who strive 
now to learn God's way are then 
going to be in high demand! 

The surface of this earth will 
be dramatically changed. Moun-

tains will be brought low. Land 
will appear in many areas now 
covered by oceans. Deserts and 
polar ice caps will become fertile 
and habitable. The surface of this 
planet will receive an incredible 
face-lifting . 

And then God will need thou­
sands to be pioneers! Have you 
ever envied the pioneers of yes­
teryear - like Christopher 
Columbus, Marco Polo, Vasco da 
Gama, Captain James Cook and 
David Livingstone, to name just a 
few? Well, the achievements of 
the pioneers of tomorrow, who 
are being trained today, will pale 
into insignificance anything ac­
complished in past ages. 

Farmland will have to be 
opened in new areas where no 
human has set foot. With Christ's 
guidance, cities are going to be 
built that would boggle the minds 
of today's architects and town 
planners. Industries and com­
merce need to be developed in 
ways that are foreign to today's 
economists. 

Some will have to set the 
example in establishing happy 
family units that practice God's 
way of life. Some will have to set 
the example by living in accord­
ance with all of God's health laws. 
With guidance from God, thou­
sands of inventions are just wait­
ing to be "discovered." Recre­
ational activities will not be based 
on competition, vanity and lazi­
ness as they are today. 

Trendsetters will be needed! 

A unique opportunity 

Adam rejected God's ways. 
Since then humanity has been cut 
off from God. Today's teenagers 
are the first generation in the his­
tory of this world with the oppor­
tunity to build a perfect society. 
No generation since Adam has 
had that chance. 

That's a big responsibility. God 
is very selective in the foundation 
He builds. The teenagers asso­
ciated with God's Church today 
are being offered a part in that 
foundation. God is not going to 
make any mistakes. So teenagers 
in God's Church are being tested 

as to whether God will be able to 
use them. 

Let ' s face it : Today, young 
people who try to live God's way 
face many tests. Peer pressure to 
conform to the world's standards 
seems at times impossible to over­
come, especially in such matters 
as dress , personal appearance, 
drinking, smoking, drugs and 
sex. 

Often the teenager may be the 
only one in the whole school who 
knows about God's truth. To 
reject the ways the other kids do 
things means to be rejected by 
them, and none of us want to be 
rejected or ostracized. 

Yes, it's often tough. But it 
boils down to this: Either they 
seek the approval of other kids by 
being just like they are, and face a 
future without hope - or young 
people seek God's approval and 
possibly face a certain amount of 
persecution, but they then look 
forward to pioneering God's way 
of life in the incredible future. 

When Daniel was taken to 
Babylon, he was only a teenager. 
When pressured to compromise 
his observance of God's stan­
dards, he and three other young 
princes resisted . God blessed 
these four teenagers and they 
became leaders in the empire of 
Babylon. You can read the whole 
account in chapters 1 and 2 of the 
book of Daniel. 

Solomon wrote, "Even a child 
is known by his deeds, by wheth­
er what he does is pure and right" 
(Proverbs 20: 11). Solomon fur­
ther wrote that there is a purpose 
for everything, including trials 
(Ecclesiastes 3: 1). 

In past ages God sometimes 
protected whole families because 
of the obedience of one member 
of that family. For example, 
Noah's wife, his three sons and 
their wives were all spared from 
the Flood because of Noah's obe­
dience. But it won't work like 
that in the time just ahead . 

Of that time God says , g 
" 'Though Noah, Daniel and Job ~ 
[three men known for their right ~ 
living] were in it [this end-time ~ 
society], as I live,' says the Lord ~ 
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God, 'they would deliver neither 
son nor daughter; they would 
deliver only themselves by their 
righteousness' " (Ezekiel 14:20) . 

So young people are not going 
to have opportunities for leader­
ship positions in the world tomor­
row simply because of how their 
parents have lived. 

When a teenager's parents 
come into God 's Church, the 
teenager already is familiar with 
many of this world's ways and 
attitudes. Through his parents he 
now receives access to positive 
teaching from God. He also has 
access to a certain amount of 
shielding from Satan's influence. 
This is what the Bible refers to as 
being "sanctified" or "holy" (I 
Corinthians 7:14) . 

The decisions at first are strict­
ly the parents' - it wasn't the 
teenager's idea to come into the 
Church. But somewhere along 
the line, as the teenager gets old­
er, the decisions must become his 
or her own. He or she must show 
God a real desire for God's way of 
life. And each time he or she 
makes a right decision, the young 
person draws a little closer to 
God. 

For the teenager who starts to 
study God's truth on his own 
incentive, without parental in­
volvement, the whole process may 
even proceed at a faster pace. 

The need to qualify 

God is soon now going to 
establish a whole new society, and 
He will use thousands of young 
people to pioneer in every area of 
life. 

So God is looking for teenagers 
who, like Daniel , don't bow to 
peer pressure. He needs those 
who can swim against the stream. 
He wants those who are prepared 
to live by His laws and who don't 
apologize for their high moral 
standards. And He wants teen­
agers who look upon hard work as 
a challenge. 

Teenagers, you are standing at 
the brink of a new age! God plans 
to use you to pioneer a perfect 
society. What a mind-boggling 
challenge! That is God's goal for 
you.

ern capital at Constantinople (to­
day called Istanbul, Turkey), and 
the western capital at Rome. 

But Daniel continued: "And as 
the toes of the feet were partly 
iron and partly clay, so the king­
dom shall be partly strong and 
partly brittle, but they will not 
hold together, just as iron does 
not mix with clay." 

There are three other specific 
prophecies - FUTURE NEWS 

REPORTS - one in the seventh 
chapter of Daniel , and one in the 
13th and one in the 1 7th of Rev­
elation, which also depict the 
future NEWS of this same succes­
sion of world empires . Putting all 
four prophecies together, it 
becomes plain that the toes of this 
image represent a last, final res­
urrection - or rebirth - of the 
Roman Empire in our time!

(Isaiah 14: l2-14)! The only place on earth 
where God's government is administered today 
is in God's one true Church.

In the coming Kingdom of God, government 
will be from the top down, with Christ reigning 

supreme. From His headquarters in Jerusalem, 
Christ's rule will spread over the entire 
earth. 

4. Will the spirit-born members of God's 
Family - those Spirit-begotten Christians who 
faithfully obeyed God and proved their loyalty 
to Him during their mortal lives - assist Christ 
by reigning with Him in the world tomorrow? 
Revelation 2:26-27, 3:21, 5:10, 20:4. What did 
God inspire Daniel to prophesy? Daniel 7: 13-
14, 18,22,27. Will many be mayors over cities? 
Luke 19:16-19. 

5. In addition to being rulers, will the chil­
dren of God also be priests? Revelation 5:10, 
20:6. What is the function of a priest? Malachi 
2:7. 

Just as ancient Israel's priests taught God's 
way, spirit-born members of God's Family will 
also teach God's way of life, helping to bring the 
knowledge of the way of salvation to everyone in 
the world tomorrow. 

6. As the nations begin to see the positive 
results of the righteous and loving rule of God's 
government, will they seek Christ and ask for 
instruction in God's way of life? Micah 4:1-2. 
Will people learn the way to peaceful productiv­
ity? Verse 3. 

In addition to being ,the supreme King over 
all nations, Christ will also be the supreme Edu­
cator. To bring mankind to repentance, Christ 
and His assistants will reeducate the world to 
God's way of life - the way of God's law of 
love - so people may, of their own free will, 
decide to follow His way.

Beautiful forests, agricultural areas and fish­
filled lakes and streams will be found all over 
the world, with no more polluted rivers or rav­
aged landscapes. 

10. Confusion of languages is one of the 
major barriers to cooperation between peoples. 
Can you imagine what a world of one language 
would be like? Think what a huge step forward 
it would be if people everywhere could speak, 
read and write the same language. Will God 
indeed give the world one language so all can 
serve Him with one accord? Zephaniah 3:9. 

In the world tomorrow, Christ will usher in 
an era of worldwide literacy and education 
through one pure language. 

11. Will people own property in the Millen­
nium and reap the just rewards of their own 
labor? Micah 4:4, Isaiah 62:8-9. 

12. Upon what condition has God always 
promised to bless people materially? Malachi 
3: 1 0-12. Will God cause the laws of nature to 
function for the benefit of the obedient in the 
world tomorrow? Ezekiel 34:26. Will there be 
great rejoicing over the abundance of crops and 
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livestock God will bestow? Jeremiah 31: 12. 
Will there actually be a superabundance of 
food? Amos 9:13. 

As people learn to obey God, He will bless 
them for their obedience, causing ideal weather 
conditions. No longer will farmers worry about 
upset weather, droughts, floods, insect damage 
or agricultural diseases.

14. Will God cause the natures of wild ani­
mals and poisonous creatures to become 
peaceful and harmless in the Millennium? 
Isaiah 11 :6-8. 

15. In the Bible, God speaks of man's heart 
as symbolic of man's mind. What is man's 
mind like today, as influenced by the god of 
this world? Jeremiah 17:9. Is man's mind nat­
urally submissive to God and His law? 
Romans 8:7 . 

16. What does God say He will add to the 
minds of people in the Millennium to change 
their basic attitude or nature? Ezekiel 36:26-27, 
Joel 2:28-29. What characteristics of God's 
nature will God's Spirit impart to people? 
Romans 5:5, Galatians 5:22-23.

Will God toss them into an 
ever-burning hell and punish 
them forever merely because they 
were disenchanted by what the 
world calls Christianity? 

And what about some who, 
before this day is over, will starve 
to death in Ethiopia? In all their 
lives many of them haven't even 
heard the name of Jesus Christ. 
Are they forever lost? 

Remember, before you answer, 
that the Bible says there is no 
other door into the Kingdom of 
God except through Jesus (John 
10: 1-12) . "Nor is there salvation 
in any other, for there is no other

men by which we must be saved" 
(Acts 4:12) . 

God's plan thwarted? 

Where does that put all the bil­
lions of humans who have lived 
and died through the ages with­
out becoming Christians, most 
without ever so much as hearing 
the only name by which they 
must be saved? They constitute 
the majority of mankind. 

Yet the Bible talks in terms of 
God saving - not losing - the 
majority of mankind: "For God 
did not send His Son into the 
world to condemn the world, but 
that the world [not just a little 

Yes, all Israel - the 
overwhelming majority of 

Israelites - will be saved. 
How about that? Can God 

accomplish His goal? Is He 
mighty enough to save the 
world? 

Jesus said: "Enter by the nar­
row gate; for wide is the gate and 
broad is the way that leads to 
destruction, and there are many 
[the majority!] who go in by it. 
Because narrow is the gate and 
difficult is the way which leads to 
life, and there are few [the minor­
ity!] who find it" (Matthew 7: 13-
14) . 

Why did Jesus say that? Is 
Satan so clever and powerful that 
he is able to thwart God's plan 
and cause the majority of man-
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kind to be lost forever? These are 
questions most theologians prefer 
to avoid altogether. They have no 
adequate answers. "I think" or 
"This is the way I look at it" is 
not sufficient. Yet an explanation 
is definitely called for. 

I f people can be saved apart 
from accepting the sacrifice of 
Jesus Christ, of what value or 
necessity is His sacrifice? On the 
other hand, if it is essential to be 
a Christian to be saved, as the 
Bible says it is, most humans who 
ever lived are lost, and God's plan 
certainly falls far short of being a 
huge success. 

Most now blinded 

Traditional Christianity has 
assumed that God is frantically 
trying to save the world now. 
Nothing could be further from 
the truth, as surprising as that 
may seem! 

Notice what Jesus declared 
when His disciples asked Him 
why He often spoke to the multi­
tudes in parables: "To you [the 
small group of disciples] it has 
been given to know the mystery 
of the kingdom of God; but to 
those who are ou tside [the great 
majority of people], all things 
come in parables" (Mark 4:11). 

Why? To make Jesus' teach­
ings easier for the multitudes to 
understand, so that they would be 
converted? No! For exactly the 
opposite reason: to make the truth 
difficult to understand and to 
keep the multitudes from being 
converted. 

Jesus spoke in parables "so that 
'Seeing they may see and not per­
ceive, and hearing they may hear 
and not understand; lest they 
should turn [repent], and their 
sins be forgiven them'" (verse 
12). 

Did you ever wonder why 
Jesus, even though He was God 
in the flesh, was rejected by the 
masses and only had a little more 
than 1 00 followers at the end of 
His ministry? And this was in 
spite of the miracles and other 
evidences that He was the Mes­
siah. The apostle John revealed 
why: "But although He had done 
so many signs before them, they 
did not believe in Him ... they

could not believe, because . .. He 
[God] has blinded their eyes and 
hardened their heart" (John 
12:37-40) . 

God can use human nature or 
Satan himself to accomplish this 
blinding (II Corinthians 4:4), but 
it is God who is clearly in charge 
and responsible for allowing it to 
happen. 

It all started with Adam and 
Eve. They chose the way of dis­
obedience to God and His holy 
laws, rather than the way of obe­
dience. Ever since then, for 
almost 6,000 years, mankind has 
been cut off from its Creator and 
blinded to the great spiritual 
truths.

The only exceptions to this 
spiritual blindness have been the 
few persons God has called down 
through the centuries and whose 
eyes He has opened (John 6:44) . 
These are the "few" who have 
followed the strait and narrow 
way that leads to eternal life. 

The rest of humanity - the 
thousands of millions - have 
been allowed to do what seems 
right in their own eyes, to form 
their own governments, to wage 
and die in their own wars, to 
create conditions of misery, suf­
fering and unhappiness - in 
short, to make a mess of every­
thing until they know deeply and 
for sure that disobedience to 
God's laws never pays . 

Then, just when humanity is 
on the very verge of destroying 
itself in one final war, God will

God is dealing with all human­
ity in the same way He dealt with 
the ancient Israelites who re­
belled against Him, for "God has 
committed them all to disobedi­
ence." Why? Not that He might 
condemn them all, but "that He 
might have mercy on all" (Ro­
mans 11 :32). 

When? When is God going to 
have mercy on all those thousands 
of millions of blinded individuals? 
When is He going to have mercy 
on the wretched inhabitants of 
Sodom and Gomorrah? When is 
God going to have mercy on the 
deceived masses living at the time 
of the Babylonian Empire, the 
Roman Empire, the Middle Ages 
or even today? 

When will God have mercy on 
all who have spent a brief lifetime 
on this earth doing what seemed 
right in their own eyes (Proverbs 
14: 12) - individuals small and 
great, mighty and weak, rich and 
poor, learned and illiterate, 
blinded to the truth of God?

You will find these Holy Days 
listed in time order in Leviticus 
23, but they are mentioned many 
times throughout the Bible. The 
world, including traditional 
Christianity, does not observe 
God's Holy Days - His feasts -
and for that reason does not 
understand how God is working 
out His plan. 

Weare now approaching the 
season of the last four feasts of 
this year, according to God's 
sacred calendar. They are: the 
Feast of Trumpets (Leviticus 
23:23-25 - September 16 this 
year, by the Roman calendar), 
the Day of Atonement (verses 26-
32, September 25), the Feast of 
Tabernacles (verses 33-38, Sep­
tember 30 through October 6) 
and one final feast called "the last 
day, that great day" in John 7:37 



(Leviticus 23:36, October 7). 
What do these Feasts portray? 
The sequence of future events 
outlined in the prophecies of the 
Bible, especially in the book of 
Revelation, shows us. Our free 
booklet Pagan Holidays - or 
God's Holy Days - Which? 
offers a detailed study, but brief­
ly, here is what they mean: 

The Feast of Trumpets por­
trays God's direct intervention in 
world affairs. It will be an­
nounced by angels blowing trum­
pets (Revelation 8 and 9). When 
the last trumpet is sounded, Jesus 
Christ will return to earth and the 
relatively small number of saints 
from down through history will 
be resurrected (Revelation 11: 15-
18, I Thessalonians 4: 16-17). 

The Day of Atonement depicts 
the reconciling of humanity with 
God. Satan, the author of sin, will 
be bound in a "bottomless pit" 
for 1,000 years (Revelation 20: 1-
3). 

This 1,000 years, commonly 
known as the "Millennium," a 
time of happiness under the gov­
ernment of God, is portrayed by 
the seven-day Feast of Taber­
nacles (verse 6) . All the people on 
earth during the 1,000 years will 
know God's truth. They will be 
taught it. They will live it. And 
world peace and prosperity will 
result. 

Now, what about the final 
Feast, the one called "the last 
day, that great day," or simply 
the "Last Great Day"? 

The second resurrection 

God's plan does not end with 
the Millennium. Thank God for 
that! 

If it did , the small number of 
people whom God converted dur­
ing 6,000 years of human rule 
would indeed be in His Kingdom. 
And the huge harvest of persons 
who will be converted during 
Christ's millennial rule would be 
in God's Kingdom. 

But the majority of humans 
who ever lived - the thousands 
of millions who, from the time of 
Adam, were blinded and had no 
chance for salvation - would be 
left out. They would remain in 
the cold silence of the grave. For 

them, death would indeed be ulti­
mately victorious. 

But that's not the way God 
planned it, and that's not the way 
it will happen. 

After the 1,000 years, " the rest 
of the dead" (verse 5) - the 
thousands of millions - will live 
again. They will be resurrected. 
"For as in Adam all die, even so 
in Christ all [note it - all!] shall 
be made alive" (I Corinthians 
15:22). 

What wonderful news this is! 
This remarkable event is de­
scribed in Revelation 20:11-13. 

John, in vision, saw God on His 
throne. "And," he wrote, "I saw 
the dead, small and great, stand­
ing [in a resurrection] before 
God, and books [Greek biblia, 
what we call the "Bible"] were 
opened [they were no longer 
sealed shut to the understanding 
of these multitudes]. And another 
book was opened, which is the 
Book of Life [they all have an 
opportunity to receive eternal 
life]." 

This second resurrection is not 
a "second chance" for these 
masses to have salvation. They 
didn't have a chance before. This 
is the first (and only) chance 
these people will have to under­
stand God's way and to receive 
His Holy Spirit! 

Continuing, "And the dead 
were judged according to their 
works, by the things which were 
written in the books." 

They are "judged" - not 
"sentenced" - "judged." This 
"judging" covers a period of time

during which these people have 
God's truth revealed to them. 

Hebrews 9:27 clearly says , 
though few have noticed it, that 
"it is appointed for men [mankind 
in general] to die once, but after 
this [after they have died and are 
brought back to life in a resur­
rection] the judgment." Isaiah 
65:20-25 indicates that everyone, 
from babies to the elderly, who is 
resurrected to this period of judg­
ment will be given 100 years to 
learn to live by God's laws.
