Japan is wooing mOre nations than 
she ever dreamed of thirty years ago. 
Tokyo has launched its own version of 
the Peace Corps to win the common 
people of Asia. Tokyo has raised its 
foreign aid budget to $600,000,000 a 
year, formed the "Tokyo Club" of 
Asian creditors, spearheaded the Asian 

D evelopment Bank, and launched 
ASPAC - the political union called 
Asian and Pacific Council. 

Osaka, Japan 's second largest city, IS 

busily preparing for Expo '70, a greater 
Asian world's fair. Workers are build­
ing housing, electrical, and sewer sys­

H ow he would do it didn 't appear very 
clear, but he proposed bringing about 
a coalition between the South Viet· 
namese and the Cong, and then GET 

OUT! 

And then what would happen to 
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South Vietnam? He didn't say, nor 
appear concerned. 

Senator McCarthy went to the op­
posite extreme from the government 
policy - he was for withdrawing­
getting out. 

And the Republicans? Mr. N ixon 

basically supported the President's pro­
gram, but objected to the tvay it was 
being handled. The basic issue with 
him appeared to be the domestic prob­
lems . 

So the Pres ident, by his speech with­
drawing from the race, and de-escalat­
ing the war, at one stroke knocked out 
from under their feet the campaign 
issues of Bobby Kennedy and Senator 
McCarthy. 

And now the politiCians are specu­
lating - is Mr. Johnson hoping to 
establish a place in history as the Viet 
PEACE.MAKER? Or, 15 he shrewdly 

figuring to knock out his Democratic

O NCE AGAIN the Central Bankers 
of Europe have rescued the 
dollar. In so doing, the world's 

f(agi Ie monetary structure, based upon 
the dollar and its relationship to gold, 
has been saved from collapse. 

The most volati le international finan­

cial Rare-up since the dark days of the 
Depression 1930's has subsided - at 
least for the time bejng. 

On ly Way Out 

M eeting in W ashington D. C. on 
March j 6 and 17 in a crisis atmosphere, 

the West's leading central bank chiefs 
(excluding France) took the only avail­
able avenue open to them to halt the 
rush from paper money into goJd . 

The new stop-gap scheme - the 50-

ca lled " two-price" or "two-tier" system 
for gold - is aimed at keeping pr ivate 
hoarders and speculators away from offI­
cial gold stocks. 

The jarring alternative the bankers 
sought desperately to avoid was a hike 
in the price of gold. Such a step 
would have led to a global chain of 
currency deva,llIations. 

U. S. Gold Loss-

21/2 Billion Do ll ars 

Before the U. S. and its monetary 
aIlies - Belgium, Netherlands, West 
Germany, Italy, Sw itzerland and Britain

tap ing up the torn and tattered dollar. 

Confidence in the dollar and its sister 
currency. the British pound, is very 
weak. 

It's all up to the U. S. now. 
"Our European partners have g iven 

us t ime to put our own house in order," 
said Rudolph A. Peterson, President of 
the Bank of America. "It is vital that 
the United States lise this time to re­
store confidence in the dollar by imme­
diate slashes in government spending 
and increases in taxes. We mllst have 
fi scal action now." 

Federal Reserve Board chai rman 
William McChesney Martin also admits 
the Washington meeting only bought 
lime for the dollar. Said Martin, "If we 

do nothing about our budgetary and 
balance-of-payments deficits, I don't 
think we have too long." 

In a speech in Detroit, Marbn called 
the new two-price gold arrangement "a 
form of monetary gadgetry." By this 
Me.

It's politically unpopular in Washing­
ton, but higher ta..xes, plus sign ificant 
cuts in government spend ing are inevit­
able.

The British government has already 
announced a drastic new budget in re­
turn for yet another loan from the Inter­

T he new British budget is caicu.iated 
to pinch the pockets of both poor and 
ri ch alike. Taxes on gasol ine (petrol ) . 
alcoholic beverages (except ale). tobac­
co, autos, appliances, luxuries, all will 
ri se. 

T he greatest hike is to be levied upon 
investment income. H ere the rich take 
a soaking. Above certain levels the tax 
is over 100%. A British mi ll ionaire 
earn ing $l20,OOO a year in investment 
income will be taxed J 36%. He wi ll 
pay all of it to the government, plNS 
$43,000 from his savings. 

Now thaI's a tax! 
America is heading down this same 

road, unless there is firm action by 
government and ind ividual citizens 
alike - namely labO( union members 

- to hold the line on spending and 
requests for higher wages.

- YO U KILLED JESUS CHRIST! 

He Gave A11- For Your Life 

This God, the One who suffered and 
died, laid down His l ife for His friends 
- friends that spit in His face and 

cursed Him in wicked disobedience 

(John 15: l3). And He commanded 
that aU men repent and bring forth 
the fruit which leads to eternal life in 
His soon-coming kingdom - the King­
dom of God! 

He was made a man, just a little

• T here are so many denomina· 
tions, how does one recognize 
the Church Jesus founded?

Jesus Christ did not found many 
different churches - each teaching a 
diffel'eIIl "gospel:' each practicing differ· 
ent cloctl'il1es. 

It may be hard to believe, but it's 
TRUE ! 

Christ said, "[ will build My 
CHURCH." And He did bllild il! ONE 
CHURCH - commissioned to preach and 
to publish His Gospel - to carry God's 
GOOD NEWS to all the world. 

But what do we find today? Hun· 
dreds of differelll and disagreeing 
dmrches, every one founded by MEN, 
each profeffillg to teach the truth, 
yet contrad icting and disagreeing with 
all the o thers - a modern religious 
Babylon! 

Most people today suppose that the 
true Church was rapid ly to grow BIG, 
to become a powerfllt ;11 flllence on the 
world, making this a better world, be­
coming a "stabilizing influence" on this 
world's tempestuous international poli­
tics. 

But Jesus Christ founded His true 
Church for no such purpose! 

Christ's instruct ion to His Church 
through the New Testament was NOT 
to participate in this world 's politics 
and affairs in order to make this 
u)orld a "better place in which to live." 
Instead, His command to His Church 
is, "Come Ollt from among them, and 
be ye separate/" 

In His final prayer for His ONE 

CHURCH, Jeslls prayed: " [ pray for 
them: [ pray NOT for THE WORLD ... 
H oly Father, keep th rough Thine own 
name those whom Thou hast given Me, 
that they may be one as We are ... I 
have given them Thy word, and the 
world hath hated them, because THEY 
ARE NOT OF THE WOR LD, even as I 
am 110t or THE IVORLD" (John 
17:9-14) . 

Notice! Jesus was not of this world! 
Jeslls did command His followers ­

TRUE CHRISTIANS - to go into all the 
world and preach and publish His 
Gospel- the Good News of God's 
Kingdom - a divine government which 
is to have power and authority! But 
those of His Church are described as 
being strangers and foreigners in this 
world - AM BASSA DORS for Christ ­
AMBASSADORS representing His King­
dom which is foreign to this world! 

Nowhere is the re any prophecy that 
Christ's ONE TRUE CHURCH should 
become great and powerful, exerting 
influence in this world. Rather, Jeslls 
called it the "LITTLE FLOCK," despised, 
persecuted, scattered by the world­
totally separate from the world - yet 
living in the world. 

A scattered few - BUT NEVER DI­

VIDED! 
Always ONE CHURCH - speaking 

the SAME things -neuer many differ­
ent, squabbl ing sects! 

The rel igious sects of Jeslls' day were 
the Pharisees, the Sadducees, the Es­
senes and the Samaritans. Jesus JOINED 
NONE OF THEM. On the contrary, He 
called His disciples OUT OF THEM-
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o/(t of the orgallizatiol1J of men. 
The Greek word ecclesia translated 

"Church" in English means " the called­
out ones"! 

On the other hand , in the WORLD 
the very first great event Jesus foretold 
would be a deceptive COUNTERFEIT 
Christian ity. 

"Take heed;' sa id Jesus, "that no 
man deceive you. For many shall come 
;n My name, saying 1 am Christ; and 
shat! deceive many!" (Mat. 24:4-5.) 

Notice carefully! These dece ivers 
would come in Christ's name, saying 
J eS lI s IS the Christ. They would be 
ca ll ing themselves "Christian," but 
would in fact be the devil's representa­
tives. It was 110t the few who were to 
be deceived by them - but the many! 
It was the FEW who were to become 
TRUE Christians! (Mat. 7:13-14.) 

That isn't what the world believes, 
is it ? Probably that isn't what YOII 

have always heard , and come to assume. 

But it is ll 'hat ' ewJ Christ said.' 
How deceived th is world has become! 

Yes, 1rttlJ7)' would come in Jesus' 
name, proclaiming that Jesus is the 
Christ - preaching about Christ to the 
world - yet, actually DECEIVING THE 
WORLD!

History of the T1'1Ie Church, and the 
article "Where Did the Twelve Apos­
tles go?" They conclusively prove 
where that Church has been all these 
centuries. 

Jesus purchased the tme Chllrch by 
shedding His blood for it (Acts 20: 
28). The t/'lle Church is not some 
politically organized denomination 
which one JOINS or becomes a member 
of in order to be "saved."

"For by ONE SPIRIT are we all bap­
tized into ONE BODY" ( I Cor. 12:13). 

Y01l can be part of God's true 
Church by earnestly repenting of your 
sins - disobedience to GOD'S LAWS­
by asking God to cover your sins 
through the blood of Jesus Christ, by 
calling on God's true servants to bap­
tize you, and by claiming God's promise 
of the gift of His Holy Spirit. In that 
way, and that way ONLY, does anyone 
enter into the true Church. 

Church attendance is not the most 
important thing! Chu rch attendance 
does not, by itself, mean CHURCH 
MEMBERSHIP in God's sight! Some 
people view "church going" as an end 
in itself. But it most defin itely is 110t. 

God expressly forbids His people ever 
to join in with the worship of counter­
fe it church bodies - no matter how 
"close" to the truth they might seem! 
Only the genuine worship of God with 
His TRUE Church is acceptable to Him'

A Gallup Poll in Britain recently 
disclosed similar findings. 

Is it any wonder that the modern 
churchgoer is IGNORANT of any possi. 
ble re lationship between the Bible and 
the momentous times in which we live? 

God revealed to the apostle Paul the 
spiritual degeneracy that would domi­
nate in these last days. Under inspira­
tion, Paul warned Timothy: "Preach 
the WORD; be instant in season, out of 
season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all 
longsuffering and doctrine." How FEW 

are the ministers who preach th is way 
today! 

Paul continued: "For the time will 
come when they wi ll not endure sOllnd 
doctrine; but after their own lusts shall 
they heap to themselves teachers, hav­
ing itching ears; and they shalt tum 
away their ears from the tmth, and 
shall be turned Ullto fable!" (II Timo­
thy 4: 2-4). 

Paul's prophetic warning has become 
a sad REALITY! 

In increasing number, the new lead· 
erS of this professed Christianity can· 
sist of modernists, psychologists and 
"do-gooder" sociologists all of 
whom have practically no kl10wled ge 
whatever of the Bible, and very little 
interest in acquiring any.

"Two of the nation's largest Protestant 
denominations are making a clean break 
with St. Paul's classic advice to early 
Christians: 'Let your women keep silent 
in the churches.' Henceforth, women 
will be able to speak - with the full 
authority of ordained ministers .... " 

Ask yourself candidly, how do you 
think Jesus Ch rist feels about that head­
line - "Biblical Law Ignored"? 

Did you notice the careful way in 
which this newspaper writer worded 
his announcement of rank heresy? He 
said the denominations were making a 
break with Paul's "classic" advice to 
"early" Christians. 

Let IJJ correct that misleading Jtate­
ment.' These two large denominations 
are making a clean break with Paul's 
impil'ed COMMAND to ALL Christians 
of EVERY generation! 

God's Word tells us: "ALL scripture 
is given by inspiration of God, and is 
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for 
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correction l for instme/ioll in righteous~ 

ness" (II Tim . 3:16). 
No matter how well organized, how 

deeply intrenched within our social 
structure, how highly regarded by this 
world' s society any group of ministers 
may be, they CANNOT be the true minis­
ters of God if they rejert His W ord 
and Fe/me obedience to His inspired 
commands! 

When men openly substitute hmnan 
reason and the em/oms of worldly so­
ciety for the divine revelation of God, 
then we have "respectable" P AGAN ISM! 

Such worship is a vain thing in the 
eyes of God. Jesus said : "H owbeit in 
vain do they worship me, teaching for 
doctrines the commandments of men" 
(Mark 7:7). Then He added: "Full 
well ye reject the commandment of 
God, that ye may keep your own 
tradition" (verse 9). 

How often do the dignified clergy. 
men of today announce that such and 
such a custom has been "hallowed" by 

"trad itional" observance in their parti. 
cular denomi nation? Since when does 
human reason or human tradition hal· 
low - or make holy - anything? 

No, it is GOD who sets the standards. 
It is Almighty GOD who determines 
what is right and what is wrong - not 
a divided and confused "dmrchianity. " 

What Is Sin? 

Another example of how church 
leaders have cast aside the Bible's 
authority was given to me the other day 
in the form of a newspaper advertise· 
ment. It was a religious advertisement 
by a major Protestant denomination, and 
the heading read " What is SlN?1J 

In the key paragraph which answers 
the guestion, this Church publicly 
states: "The way we look at it - that 
is, the way it's interpreted to us - sin 
is defined as the error of imposing our 
own wills over God's will. " 

To anyone who does not know his 
Bible, this m ight not seem like such a 
bad defin ition. But if you think about 
it, this "definition" of sin is not a defi· 
ni tion of sin at all! 

It leaves completely open for in· 
te rp retation what God's will really is. 
And only the answer to THAT defines 
what sin is! 

Moreover, this man·made definition 
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completely overlooks and evades the 
plain, d ear, divinely inspired definition 
of sin given in the Bible. In I John 3 :4, 
God says: ' ISh, IS the Ira11J/!.reJsion of 
the law." 

What is wrong with Goo's defini tion 
of sin? 

The truth of the matter is that 
churchmen don't like God's definition 
and they don't like God's law as sum· 
marized in the Ten Commandments. 
Taken for what it says, that law strips 
bare all the 1'ottelllleJS and -perversity 
that has crept into modern churchian· 
ity! 

Instead of admitting this - and cor· 
recting it - men prefer to reason: "The 
way WE look at it - that is, the way it's 
interpreted [by whom?] to us . 

It's time to WAKE up! 

Do you begin to real ize how FAR 

modern "Christendom" has departed 
from the Christ ianity of the N ew Testa· 
ment? 

Do you now see W HY God has not 
raised up any inspired prophets as a 
part of modern churchianity ? Why 
such little understanding of these times 
is voiced from the pulpits? Why the 
inspired voice of Divine AUTHORITY is 
lacking among today 's prominent reli· 
gious leaders? 

Can We UNDERSTAND? 

Just the other day, on a radio broad· 
cast, J was surprised to hear one such 
well ·known evangelist say in effect : 
"You say you can't understand all the 
complexities of God's plan as revealed 
in the Gospels? W ell , ),011 don't need 
to Imdentand it. D on't TRY to tinder· 
stand it 110W. Just come to God th rough 
si mple fa ith in Jesus Christ." 

Without being sarcastic, I would like 
tv ask - how "simple" can your faith 
be when you don't even attempt to 
understand the truth on which God's 
Pl an is founded ? 

The apostle Paul was inspired to 
write : "Wherefore be ye not unWise, 
but UNDERSTAND ING what the will of 
the Lord is" (Eph. 5: 17). 

The instruction he gave Timothy is 
recorded for Christians of all ages: 
"Stlldy to show thyself approved unto 
God, a workman that needeth not to be 
ashamed, rightly dividing the word of 
truth" (II Tim, 2: 15) . 
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We can understand the Bible if we 
will study it, and if we will OBEY it. 
The lack of 1uillingness to obey God has 
camed many a minister and many a 
church to close their eyes fo r all lime to 
basic scriptllral Imth. 

All too often, ministers hire them· 
selves out to the people and preach 
only what the people want to hear.

1970) promises to increase that rate 
steadily. Thirty Japanese Peace Corps 
members operate there, in addition 
to hundreds of Japanese government 
workers. 

J apao secured a foothold in Asia as 
early as 1947, when Japanese war 
reparations were paid to Asian nations 
ill terms of Japallese materials, man­
pOUler, and cOnItmetion work. In the 
process, the Japanese gained firsthand 
knowledge of the trade needs of every 
nation in Asia. 

Now, twenty-three years after the 
war, Japan is angl ing for formation of 
an Asian-Pacific economic bloc. ThiJ 
bloc wOllld encomptlJs 30 to 40 percent 
of the wor/d's trade.l 
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Japan desperately lIeeds Asia, but 
Asia also needs Japa11.' 

The underdeveloped nations of Asia 
look more and more to the industrial 
power of Japan for help. Japan has 
promised to grant $1,089,000,000 of 
long-term credit to Asia - that is 870/0 
of all Japanese foreign credit. 

Percentage of trade with Asia has 
constantly grown each year, while per­
centage of trade with other continents 
has remained the same or diminished. 
Total trade in Asia topped $5,564,000, 
000 in 1966, $6.4 bi llion in 1967, and 
an expected $7.5 billion in 1968. 

Slowly but surely the Asian sphere 
is rallying around Japanese progress, 
projects, and production. For example, 
Japan has now consolidated her lead 
as Formosa's Number 1 buyer and 
seller, with the United States well back 
in second plae.::. 
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MAMMOTH SUPERTANKER­
Another multi-hundred-thousand­
ton tan ker under construction in 
Japanese sh ipyard. 

A Tokyo newspaper reported, "IndO. 
nesia has asked Japan to provide about 
one-third of its $320,000,000 aid re­
quirements for 1968." Indonesia has 
long wanted to say "Yankee Go Home," 
but they coveted U. S. aid. Now Asia 
can have its financial support withollt 
the U. S. - from Japan . 

Asian shopping centers are aglow 
with signs advertising Japanese prod­
ucts. Asians commute on JapatleSe 
buses, cars and motorcycles. They wear 
Japallese-made clothing. They tell time 
by Japallese watches. They drink Japa­
'leSe beer. They shop in Japanese 
department stores featuring Japanese­
made goods. 

On a larger scale, Japanese govern-

ment officials and private businessmen 
spend hundreds of millions annually in 
foreign aid development programs. Ag­
gressive Japanese businessmen operate 
steel mills and tire plants in Malaysia. 
automobile plants in T hai land, fertilizer 
plants in Korea, lumber industries in 
the Phi lippines, oil fields in Indonesia, 
and electronics industries in Taiwan. 

Britain O ut - Japan IN 

In Singapore, where Japanese firms 
now control one quarter of all il1vest­
m e11ts, Prime Minister Lee Kuan Yew 
gives this advice to visiting British 
businessmen, "Be aggressive/ Be like 
the Japanese/" 

But the British aren't aggressive like 
the Japanese. In January 1968, Britain 
made her historic abandonment of the 
Empire east of Suez. 

Japan was quick to fi ll the void. 
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A press correspondent wrote from 
Tokyo, shortly after Britain's with­
drawal, "When Britain beats her ret reat 
from the East, Japan will emerge as 
the ollly logical cOllte/lder to fill the 

power vawmn - and she is unlikely to 
miss such a matchless opportunity to 
expand her political and economic 
influence. 

"W ithin five, or at the most, ten 
years;' continues the report, "Japan 
will dom inate the Orient's trade ab­
solutely and be the Easr s unquestioned 
political luder. " Britain's calendar of 
retreat is most fo rtlli/owly timed for 

/ aprm." 
China's internal problems have also 

contributed to the polit ical vacuum in 
Asia. The Japanese Foreign Ministry 
has announced, "There is not time to 
lose in launching the new mission, be· 
cause the Red Guard has unexpectedly 
weakened China's power in Asia, with 
Indonesia's link to Peking shattered, 
a large opening fol' fresh enterprise 
suddenly appears." 

Even Red China Dependent 
on Japan 

Up until the end of 1967, Communist 
China's leading trade partner was Japan! 
More than 623 mi llion dollars of trade 
was annually commerced between these 
two nations. Next to the United States 
and Australia, Japan traded most with 
Red China. 

However, during the autumn of 1967 
the Ch inese Commu nists turned a cold 
shoulder to Japan with the intention of 
punishing Premier Sato for his pro­
western tour of Asia and the United 
States. They switched their markets to 
Europe in an attempt to economically 
boycott Japan. 

This move proved financially disas­
trous to China instead of hurting Japan. 
It took the Chinese only three short 
months to run up a $326.6 mill ion 
trade deficit. China quickly learned that 
she had little to sell that the Europeans 
wanted. 

The Chinese were fOl'ced to realize 
that THEY NEEDED JAPAN MORE THAN 
JAPAN NEEDED THEM! In mid-January, 
1968, Chou En-La; of Red China 
humbly expressed the hope that the 
China-Japan Trade Agreement which 
expired in 1967 could be renewed. 
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Japan is rapidly becoming the real 
POWERHOUSE of Asia - to which even 
Red China must look! 

Japanese-Soviet T cade 

Last November l Oth, the Soviet Union 
and Japan concluded a major agreement 
for a joint natural gas refining project 
in Siberia and on the island of Sakhalin. 
Under the new agreement, Japan would 
develop the natural gas resources with 
plants both in Siberia and Japan . The 
Japanese would provide the managerial 
personnel and sales distr ibution to the 
eastern European cou ntries by means of 
the Russian-owned Trans-Siberian Rai l­
ways. 

Trade between Japan and the Com­
munist east European satellite nations 
has grown 33 percent over the past year. 
Presently, Japan is planning to build a 
di rect rail line between the Sea of Japan 
and eas tern Europe! 

In february, 1968, Nikolai Baibakov, 
Soviet Deputy Premier, visited Japan 
in hopes of persuading the Japanese to 
develop the timber and mineral resources 
of Siberia. 

Nuclear Blackmail 

Now look at Japanese-V. S. relations. 

Strong pressure was recently brought 
on Prime Minister Sato by the Japanese 
people as ,well as the Okinawans them­
selves for the return of Okinawa to 
Japanese control. When Prime Minister 
Sato visited President Johnson in W ash­
ington last November, he was denied 
his request. He was told that as long as 
the Vietnam war continues, Okinawa 
and the nearby Bonins are too vital to 
the United States because of the U.S. 
military bases on them. 

Later, the United States set in motion 
the diplomatic machinery to return the 
Bonins to Japan and also promised to 
set a date for the return of Okinawa 
within three years, pending the course 
of the Vietnamese war. 

The Japanese people do not want to 
wait! Consistent pressure, frequent dem­
onstrations and repeated petitions forced 
Premier Sato to make a very sig'lificant 
compromise deal with the Japanese pub­
lic last December. 

Up until recently the Japanese people 
have shown a fanatical aversion and 
fear of nuclear weapons. The public 
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wi 11 p rotest and students wiH demon­
strate every time Japan considers build­
ing a nuclear plant, storing nuclear 
weapons, expanding a nuclear defense 
fleet, or even harboring a nuclear­
powered ship such as the U. S. S. Enler­
pr·ise. A recent poll by tbe Tokyo Ob­
server revealed that only 8.9 percent of 

the populace wanted Japan to have 
nuclear arms. 

While Sato knows the power of the 
public, he also knows Japan must possess 
a nuclear defense system - ostensibly 
for protection from Communist China 
and Russia. 

Premier Sate's compromise of mid­
December, L967 was stated as follows: 
"Peop le of Japan, I will go to work to 
return the island of Okinawa to Japan, 
if Y01l witt (/Ccept the idea of IJllclear 

arms expa11J;on in Japan." 

One of the inferences drawn from 
Premier Sato's statement is that Japan 
expects the return of Okinawa when 
U. S. nuclear defenses the re become un­
necessary, Or 'when Japan is ready to 

wpply them . H is specific aim is to meet 
publ ic opinion head on regarding the 
issue of nuclear weapons. He is stri ving 
to create a change in political opinion 
in Japan sufficient to permit the impossi­
ble - the return of Okinawa to Japan 
with the UNiled Stal e!" 1111clear bases 
inlact. 

Pakeo-Fukuda, leader of the opposi­
tion Liberal-Democratic Party, and 
most likely SlIccessor to Salo, has said: 
"Japan must get away from the nuclear 
allergy'-' The statements of both Sato 
and Fukuda were published under big 
headlines in Tokyo. Significantly there 
were 110 public demOJJJlratioJlJ and 110 

opposition ;11 Parliament. A major 

change in public opinion in Japan to­
ward the u ltimate possession of nuclear 
weapons is under way. 

Okinawa has thus become the pol iti­
cal lever by which the Japanese people 
are being forced into accepting japan's 
future role as a self-sufficient nuclear 
power. 

U. S. Pushing J apan to Become 
N uclear Power 

T hough it is against Japan's consti­
tution to maintain any land, sea, or air 
forces, yet Japan maintains a standing 
army of mo re than 250,000 men (each 
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one is considered to be 0 !fieer material), 
30,000 reserves, dozens of powerful 
Nike-Hercules and H awk missiles, 7 
nuclear power plants and a full-fledged 
Department of Defense. An annual 
Sell-Delense Forces Day is held every 
November 1st. 

Washington officials frankly admit 
that they expect Japan to develop a big 
military establishment to assist the U. S. 
in Asian power politics. One T okyo 
observer stated that the Unit~d States 
has no other alternative but to push 

Japan toward eventually becomi ng a 
THERfl.fO-NUC LEAR POWER. 

Japan's uranium trade with Australia 
has been increasing. 

Robert A. Scalapino. an authority on 
Japan at the University of California, 
wrote recently, "For the next five or six 

years, Japan will develop her space and 
nuclear programs in such a fashion as to 
make convertibility for defense purposes 
possible on the quickest, easiest, and 
cheapest basis should the lleceJJity 
arise." Significantly enough, this is the 
same method used to convert seemingly 
peacefully oriented heavy industry into 
full-scale production of war equipment 
practically ovemight prior to World 
War II! 

Japan, a Friend? 

Why should the U. S. worry? Isn't 
Japan an al1y and friend of the West> 
Wouldn't Japanese nuclear power 
stand as a bulwark against Communism? 
Wouldn't the emergence of Japan as 
a nuclear power actual1y help the United 
States and Australia by assuming the 
role of peace-keeper in f\sia ? 

Despite popular belief, Japan is not 
permanently committed to a pro-Western 
position. 

America has foolishly fol1owed the 
policy of assuming that the peoples 
of G~rmany and Jap~n can be con­
verted to the virtues of Democracy in 
less than a generation. Though both 
nations are oJtensibly utilizing the 
Democratic form of government - en­

forced liP on them by the United StateJ 
- neither has been "converted" to 
Democracy. Both the Japanese and Ger­
mans are willing, for the present, to Pllt 
liP with their so-called Democratic form 
of government - until some senous 
internal crisis is precipitated. 

The PLAIN TRUrn 

"The Japanese people do not know 
the meaning of the word Democracy" 
said Yukio Ozaki, former mayor of 
Tokyo and one of Japan's greatest par­
liamentarians. Most people have for­
gotten that Democracy was rejected by 
the people of Japan in the 1930's. 

Japan tolerateJ her present form of 
government as long as it is economically 
expedient. If the time were ever to come 
- and it will come - that the Japanese 
could not feed off 01 American aid, we 
would witness a remarkable change in 
attitude toward the United States. 
Friendship would quickly evaporate. 

Trade War Ahead? 

The gathering storm clouds of trade 
war are already on the horizon. There 
are growing grumblings against U. S. 
trade restrictions. Retaliation is being 
hinted at. 

Kokoro Uemura, vice-president of the 
Federation of Economic Organizations, 
warned that Japan "would not buy farm 
products from the United States" if U. S. 
trade protection bills were enacted into 
law. 

Kazupaka Kikawada, president of 
Toyko Electric Power Company, added, 
"The U. S. will face retaliatory measures 
from Japan and many of its other 
friends." 

Ryokich i Minobe, mayor of Tokyo, 
warned, "japan's present monopoly­
dominated economic and poli tical system 
contains the Jeed of FasciJ1n . .. I was 
in Berlin when Hitler emerged. When 
small enterprises here face similar situa­
tions they will JIIpp ort Fascism." 

"All that is needed to start pressure 
building to a similar explosion [as was 
seen in the nationalism of W orld War 
II ) is a new issue that can engender 
enough anger to enable those with the 
political know-how to step in and 
manipulate it to suit their purposes" 
(James Cary, Japan Today; RelNctant 
All)') . 

Despite their high literacy rate, the 
Japanese are stirred more through an 
emotional, rather than intellectual, ap­
peal. Cary estimates that 90 percent of 
the student demonstrations have no 
political reasons but are motivated by 
sheer f:motion. 

There is no greater proof of this fact 
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than j apan's newest radical religious 
movement - Soka Gakkai. 

Soka Gakkai 

Despite the fact that the vast majority 
of Japanese claim to belong to some 
form of organized religion, there is in 
reality a definite ,·eligiof{s vacuum in 
Japan today. Japanese historian Kazuo 
Kasahara of Tokyo University estimates 
that 70 percent of the Japanese are 
totally indifferent to ,.eligioll. 

Buddhism is a dead religi011, tainted 
with vice and corruption, totaUy out of 
touch with the modern world. Com­
petition and religious in-fighting have 
shattered the confused Buddhists in the 
more than 3,000 different sects! 

Buddhism's powerleJJ11eJJ is ttJidely 

k110WIl to most people in Japan. As a 
resu lt, many people have become dis­
illusioned and are abandoning the main­
stream of Buddhism and joining a dy­
namic new "lay organization" at a 
record rate. 

This new organization is called Soka 
Gakkai (value-creation society), which 
was founded in 1930 and now claims 
approximately 20 million members and 
a fantastic growth rate of 200,000 new 
converts per month. While these esti­
mates may be somewhat exaggerated, no 
one can deny the fact that th is new 
movement is saturating Japan and grow­
ing astronomically. 

Though it claims to be Buddhist, 
Soka Gakkai is more than just another 
Buddhist sect. It combines both religion 
and politicJ. Its political arm is caUed 
Komeito, which presently holds 20 seats 
in the 250-seat House of Counsellors 
and 25 seats in the 486-seat Lower 
House. Despite the small representation, 
it is presently the third largeJt party in 
Japan, and the fastest-growing of all. 
Don't forget - Nazism had an identical 
beginning in prewar Germany. 

Militant organization and rabid par­
ticipation characterize the Soka Gakkai 
crusade. Thousands of meetings are held 
throughout Japan every night. Rallies, 
torchlight parades, concerts, athletic 
tournaments, and religious classroom 
studies are commonly sponsored by and 
heavily attended by Soka Gakkai fol­
lowers. 

Rabid proselytizing is the keynote of 
the phenomenal growth of Soka Gakkai. 
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It is reported that every new initiate 
must be responsible for personally 
adding two new converts each month 
or forfeit his membership in the organi­
zation. Soka Gakkai members are "per­
suad ing" fellow Japanese to join their 
glorious movement by Shakuburu, the 
Japanese term for a never-say-die method 
of rel igious intimidation and persuasion. 
Financial failure, mental upset, and 
constant harassment by Shakuburu are 
just a few of the curses that are threat­
ened to come upon those who do not 
bend the knee, 

The Shinshuren, the Japanese equiv­
alent of the National Council of 
Churches, is strongly opposing Soka 
Gakkai, publicly warning: " It is possible 
that Soka Gakkai may take the dangerous 
steps which the Nazil took in the past." 
Definitely this is a movement that bears 
close watching. 

J apanese Counterfeit 
" Kingdom of God" 

The confessed ambition of Soka 
Gakkai is to convert Japan and the1l the 
world. It "wou ld like to be the one 
religion in Japan," says historian Kazuo 
Kasahara. 

This daring new movement is promis­
ing the world an AGE of PEACE 
- a pseudo-millenniwn - Japanese 
style. T his new age is caUed Kosen-Ru fu 
or the T h ird Civilization. This new 
civilization spoken of in such glowing 
terms at Soka Gakkai rall ies will be 
replete with material luxuries and inter­
l1ational prosperity as well as the spiri ­
tual blessings of Buddhism, 

The President of Soka Gakkai stated 
in a youth rally on November 19th, 
1967, "Our sacred cattse must never be 
defeated. W e cannot retreat even a single 
step. If our great mission of world 
peace and individual happiness is de­
feated, this will no doubt mean disaster. 

The happiness, prosperity, and harmony

Once again we are strangely reminded 
of the Nazi promise of German peace 
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during a "Thousand Year Reich." Soka 
Gakkai is also in tent on enforcing world 
peace - Soka Gakkai style. It claims to 
be the one true religion, the only hope 
of bringing world peace. 

There is now reaching maturity in 

Japan, as in West Germany, a new 
generat ion which is less willing than 
its parents to wear the sackcloth of the 
1945 defeat. Those Japanese who were 
in their infancy or yet unborn in 1945 
have no war guilt. They do not know 
the bitter fruits of Japanese nationa lism. 
They are unwill ing to listen to the voice 
of e.xperience. 

These are the people, mainly young 
adults under thirty, who are being con­
verted to Soka Gakkai. 

In the final :lnalysis, Soka Gakkai is 
nothing ma re than a subtle form of 
religiollJ natiollalism - or, In other 
words, Fascism.

openly reject the Ten Commandments

The result of this tragedy is that 
W estern society has become so wicked 
that virtue and integrity are nearly 
blotted out by immorality and degra· 
dation. People have become so morally 
bankrupt that they haven't the sense 
to see something is dreadfully WRONG!

countries. Strangely enough, Soviet 
educators - who deny God and His 
Truth - have at least learned that 
d1i ldren need to be taught moral re­

sponsibility. 

M. T. Kalinin, author of Commlluist 
Edt/cation, has written: "To educate 
means to influence the psychological 
and moral development of a youngster. 
namely, to make a man out of him ." 
Soviet educators don't want their young 
people to become hippies though they 
deceitfully encourage it in Western 
schools. They understand that rearing 
children is the responSibility of ALL 

SOCIETY - no one excepted. 

Said S. A. Shmakov, "To educate an 
individual, to develop his chamcter and 
formu late his convictions is much more 
important than building cities, devel­
oping new machinery, and sending 
rockets into the cosmos" (To Inspire 
Children, page 46). 

Communist leaders realize that self­
discipline is at the heart of education. 
The basic responsibilities of every So­
viet citizen are, first of all, to obey the 
law, to be honest in all dealings, and 
to respect the regulat ions of society. 
Children are taught to obey all rules 
at school and at home. Prankish be­
havior, foolishness and classroom dis­
orderliness are not tolerated. 

Young Soviet citizens are taught and 
trained to be ·responsible.' Crime, juve­
nile del inquency, and immoral behavior 
consequently are NOT skyrocketing in 
the Soviet Union. 

This fact is underlined by the con­
duct of Russian seamen 10 ports 
throughout the Mediterranean region. 
Soviet sailors, when they have oppor­
tunity to go ashore, conduct themselves 
with strict morality. They ofte.n visit 
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sites of cultural interest, art galleries, 
museums, and historical monuments. 
They are not allowed to drink alcoholic 
beverages. They do not frequent the 
brothels and houses of prostitution. 
According to reports, prostitutes are 
very unhappy when the Russian sailors 
come to town! 

This is in striking contrast to most 
Western nations! 

During our visit to the Soviet Union, 
we had the opportunity to see Soviet 
kindergartens and schools and watch 
the training of school children who were 
on vacation. 

They were friendly, very orderly, and 
well behaved. Except for Central Asia, 
where the number of teachers is limited, 
there were no signs of rowdiness or 
unruly behavior. We were at first sur­
prised by this example of conduct. 

Sex Education in USSR 

What about sex education of young 
people in the USSR? In most of West­
ern Europe and the English-speaking 
world, sex is used to sell everything 
from monkey wrenches to new auto­
mobiles, from men's colognes to tooth­
paste! 

The constant bombardment of sex, 
sex, sex, in the movies, on televis ion, in 
magazines and on billboards, contributes 
significantly to the breakdown in moral­
ity in Western nations. Young minds 
are deluged with sex, nourished on sex, 
virtually brought up and reared by 
sexual stimuli! No wonder so many 
broken homes, divorces, illegitimate 
babies, so much fornication, adultery 
and widespread promiscuousness! 

What a contrast to the Soviet Union, 
today. Surprising to many, there are few 
broken homes in the USSR. Divorces, 
though allowed, are discouraged. Forni­
cation, adultery and promiscuity are 
treated as social crimes. 

Many men in the West believe they 
have the "right" to free sex - extra­
marital or premarital sex. Communists 
know that this sort of promiscuity leads 
to tragic lives and has a detrimental 
effect on society. Prostitution has almost 
completely disappeared from the Soviet 
Union. Communist leaders realize, now, 
that the fam ily and marriage - the 
HOME - constitute the FOUNDATION of 
a strong society !

Dirty "gutter talk" and foul language 
is discouraged by leaders in the Soviet 
Union. They see that such language 
contributes to antisocial behavior in 
ch ildren and leads to a distorted view 
of sex. Communists teach that everyone 
must participate in the fight to keep 
language clean and decent. 

When it comes to sex and morals, 
Soviet youngsters are taught to develop 
will power to control and rule over 
their natural impulses. From early child­
hood they are taught that not all desires 
can be or should be immediately ful­
filled. Unlike many western psycholo­
gists and doctors, who claim that 
masturbation is all right and does not 
harm children, educators in the Soviet 
Union realize that the opposite is true. 

To help Soviet children overcome any 
preoccupation with sex, they are encour­
aged by authorities to engage actively 
in stimulating sports activities. They are 

contributes to chronic apathy, tiredness, 
and mental and physical indifference. 

Naturally, there are those in the USSR 
who do weakly give in to their impulses 

and lusts! 

Soviet authorities are aware that abuse 
of alcohol results in many undesirable 
situations in family life - abuse of sex, 
extramarital affairs - and that it has a 
pernicious effect on society as a whole. 
Alcoholism is a problem in the USSR 
- but it is just as big a problem among 
foreign tourists traveling in the USSR! 

The Ideal of Marriage 

Generally speaking, the Soviet con­
siders the best age for marriage to be 
the twenty to twenty-four age group, 
if the couple are socially ready and able 
to accept the responsibility of family 
life. Marriage of adolescents eighteen 

and younger is strongly discouraged.

is urged. 

Divorce is permitted in the Soviet 
Union, but Soviet educators teach young 
people that children suffer most if the 
family breaks up. Even in the USSR, 
however, some few seek divorce for 
such trivial reasons as character .in­
compatibility, alienation of affection, 
d issat isfaction, mental cruelty, etc. 

T he Stark Contrast

pline and character of young people. it 
becomes very apparent why Almighty 
God is especially angry with His people, 
modern-day Israel.

CHAPTER ONE HU NDRED FOURTEEN 

ISRAEL'S TURNING POINT 

FROM JUDAH had come a prophet who troubled King Jeroboam of Israel at Bethel. 

He predicted that one day the bones of the false priests would be burned on the altar 

there. (I Kings 13:1-6.) 

On his way back to his home in the nation of Judah, he stopped to rest in the 

shade of an oak tree. There he was approached by an older prophet whose sons 

had witnessed what had occurred at the temple at Bethel. The old prophet slid down 

from his donkey and eagerly went up to the resting man. 

Hearsay Evidence 

"Are you the one from Judah who prayed that King Jeroboam's withered arm 

would be healed?" the older man asked. 

"I am the one," was the answer. (1 Kings 13:7-14.) 

The older man was pleased. He wanted to become acquainted and find out more 

about the interesting prophecy he had made about what would happen to the altar at 

Bethel. 

"You look weary and hungry," he said to the resting man. "Come with me to my 

home and have something to eat and drink." 

"I have been told by God that while I am here 1 must neither eat nor drink," the 

prophet explained. "I am not to accept help from anyone in this idolatrous area, I 

am not to retrace my steps. Neither am I to associate with people here. Thank you, but 

I can't accept your hospitality. I must go now." 

The fellow struggled to his feet and started away without another word. The 

older man hurried after him and put a restraining hand on his shoulder. 
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"But I, too, am a prophet," he pointed out. "And I, too," he lied, "have received 

instructions from God. 1 was told by an angel that 1 should find you and bring you 

to my home for nourishment." 

The prophet from Judah turned to give the other man a searching look. It seemed 

only reasonable that God wouldn't allow him to continue being too weak and thirsty 

during his mission, even though he had been warned not to consume anything. 

"Because God has spoken to you, 1 no longer have reason to refuse your kind 

offer," the prophet said, yielding to temptation. "I would be very happy to return 

to your house with you." 

His eagerness for refreshment caused him to make a terrible decision. He was 

hungry and thirsty. He wanted to believe that God had spoken to the older man. The 

painful fact was that the older prophet masqueraded as one of God's prophets, but 

was in reality a follower of Jeroboam's perverted religion. The older man had made 

up the story in order to get the other to come home with him. He wanted to question 

him about the Bethel prophecy. God was allowing the older man, even in his shame­

ful dishonesty, to severely test the obedience of the man from Judah. (I Kings 13: 

15-19.) The prophet from Judah should not have listened to hearsay. 

Later, at the older prophet's home, the meal had just been finished when God 

again spoke to the man from Judah by a voice from heaven. 

"You have disobeyed by retracing your steps at Bethel and by eating and drinking 

here. Because you have done this, you will never return home. You will not be buried 

in the tomb where your relatives are buried." 

The man from Judah was miserably stunned by the realization that he had been 

so careless and weak willed as to disobey God and believe the older man's claim 

that God had contradicted Himself. (I Kings 13:20-22. ) Suddenly the prophet 

from Judah was very afraid of the older man. He wanted to get out of the house 

and start running back toward Judah. His host, who was as surprised as his guest 

was at God's sentence of death, was aware of the man's abrupt discomfort and 

impatience. 

The Penalty of Disobedience 

"I know that you're anxious to leave," the older man said. "The donkey is 

saddled." 

The guest didn't need a second invitation. He left at once on the donkey. On 

passing through a desolate area, he was terrified to see a lion standing in the 

road. The animal rushed toward him and sprang . Those were the prophet's last 

conscious moments . His punishment was swift for not following God 's instructions.

The elderly prophet of Bethel noticed his guest's sudden fear when 
God spoke to the prophet from Judah. 

Some men who were traveling on the same road were startled a little later 

to see a lion standing over a man's body. They hid behind boulders to watch, puzzled 

because the lion kept on standing over its victim, meanwhile ignoring a donkey 

grazing on ly a few yards away. The men wondered why the donkey didn't seem to 

fear the lion. They couldn't know that both animals were being used by God for a 

purpose. 

At Bethel they told several people what they had seen. (I Kings 13:23-25.) 

It wasn't long before the old prophet heard about it. Using another donkey, he 

left at once to look for the slain prophet, whom he found a short distance away. The 

lion was still standing there, but when it saw him it sauntered away, leaving him free 

to go to the dead man, whom he managed to hoist on the waiting donkey and take 

back to Bethel and bury in his own sepulchre. 

"After I die," he told his sons, "bury me in my tomb with this man of God. 

When his prophecy comes to pass about the bones of some of the men of Bethel being 

burned on the altar, I have cleverly planned that mine won 't be burned there if they 

are beside those of this prophet from Judah." (I Kings 13: 26-32.) 

In spite of the supernatural breaking of the altar and the damaging and healing 

of his arm, Jeroboam didn't split away from the wrong ways he had established. 

The old false prophet convinced him that since God allowed the prophet from 
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Judah to be killed by a lion, he didn' t represent God and his words need not be 

feared. Even in the face of the warning from God about what would happen to 

the false priests, Jeroboam continued to hire men for those offices who had little 

abil ity and low character. This was going to mean the difference between his stay­

ing on as king of the ten tribes and the sudden end of his rule over them. (I 

Kings 13:33-34.) It was Israel's great turning point. 

To warn Jeroboam one more time of his evil ways, God allowed his son, 

Abijah, to become very ill. Jeroboam was greatly concerned when the boy didn't 

The lion that had killed the prophet from Judah didn't even start 
to devour its victim . Instead, it stood guard over the body so intently 
that it gave no attention to the prophet's strangely unconcerned 
donkey. 

recover. No one could tell what caused the sickness Or how long it would last. But 

it was obvious that Abijah couldn't live very many more days if he stayed in his 

weakened condition. 

Outwit God? 

"Perhaps Ahijah the prophet would know what's wrong with Abijah and what 

should be done for him," Jeroboam said to his wife. "He was the one who told 

me that I would become king. Possibly he has other supernatural knowledge." 

"Would it be wise for you to be seen with him?" jeroboam's wife asked. "He 

has made some strong statements about the golden calves." 
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"r don't intend to see him," the king explained. "1 want you to go do that. 

You'll have to disguise yourself so that you won't be recognized as my wife by 

anyone who sees you, including Ahijah. Possibly we can outwit God's prophet" 

(I Kings 14: 1-3.) 

Jeroboam'S wife didn't relish the mlSSlOn, but she set out with servants and 

donkeys to travel to Ahijah's home at Shiloh, about eighteen miles to the south. As 

gifts for the prophet, she took ten loaves of bread, some small cakes and a bottle of 

honey . (I Kings 14:3.) 

Dressing in drably plain clothes prevented her from being recognized on the 

trip. Deluding Ahijah obviously would be easy, inasmuch as he had become blind! 

He had servants, but he preferred to open the door after Jeroboam's wife knocked. 

"Come in'" he exclaimed. "Come in! I am honored to be visited by the wife of 

king Jeroboam!" 

The woman was so startled that she lost her composure and temporarily 

couldn' t think what to say. It was unnerving to be instantly recognized by a blind 

man with whom she had no acquaintance. What she didn't know was that God had 

told Ahijah only a little while 'before that she was coming, the reason for her visit and 

what he should say to her. 

"Why have you tried to conceal who you are?" Ahijah asked. (I Kings 14:5-6. ) 

"My husband thought it was necessary," she replied uneasily. "How did you 

know who I am?" 

"God told me," the prophet answered. "He also gave me a message for you to 

take to your husband. You are to convey to him all that I'm about to tell you." 

Jeroboam's wife was suddenly filled with fear by the feeling that she was about 

to hear something terribly unpleasant. 

"Tell Jeroboam," Ahijah began, " that God wants to remind him that he was given 

a high honor and a very special opportunity when most of the kingdom of Israel 

was taken away from the house of David and given to your husband to rule. He 

could have become a great man by following David's example of obedience. Instead, 

he foolishly chose to mislead the people by causing them to turn to worshipping 

metal images - an evil pursuit in which he has outdone any ruler of Israel before 

him." (I Kings 14:7-9.) 

Jeroboam's wife became more uncomfortable by the second because she knew 

that the accusations were true. But the most shocking part of the prophet's utter­

ance was yet to come. 
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Prophecy Fulfilled 

"Inasmuch as Jeroboam has acted so wickedly," Ahijah continued, "God will 

bring evil times to h im. He will lose his rulership. God has already chosen another 

man to reign in his stead. Any of jeroboam's family who try to rule Israel shall 

be destroyed by this man. Then God is going to shake this nation as a strong stream 

shakes a reed. The people shall be driven out of the land and scattered in other 

countries because they have worshipped the idols their king has set before them. 

"As for your son Abijah, whom you came to ask about, he shall die as soon 

as you return home. None of your husband's family shall receive a proper burial 

except him. That he shall have because he didn't want his fatLer to set up idols 

for Israel to worship." ( I Kings 14:10-16.) 

jeroboam's wife was pale and tremb ling as she left Ahijah's house. She 

couldn't wait to get back to the town of Tirzah , where Jeroboam had moved his 

palace after deciding to .leave Shechem. At the same time she feared to go home be­

cause of Ahijah's prophecy that her son would die as SOOn as she returned . She 

hoped desperately that the prophet wou ld be wrong, but when she reached the 

room where Abijah had been confined to his bed for many days, she was told 

that he had just died. (I Kings 14: 17-18.) 

Matters weren't going much better in Jerusa lem. The true priests and many 

other faithfu l Israelites had swarmed into Judah from the other ten tribes to es­

cape idol worship, (II Chronicles ll: 13-17.) But after three years a large part of 

Judah and Benjamin had turned to the abominable practices and customs of pagan 

religions. Rehoboam didn't set out to promote idolatry as Jeroboam did , but he was 

so absorbed in his own interests, including his eighteen wives and sixty concubines, 

that he failed to g ive proper attention to the welfare of his subjects. (I Kings 14:-

21-24; II Chronicles 11: 18-23.) 

In the fifth year of his reign Rehoboam received a shocking surpnse. A mes­

senger came from the desert of Shur between the Sinai peninsula and Judah to re­

port that a large army was moving northeastward toward Jerusalem. Reports dis­

closed that at least sixty thousand horsemen, twelve hundred chariots and uncount­

able thousands of footmen were moving steadily toward Jerusalem. 

The Egyptian army and their allies were about to attack Israel ! 

Rehoboam was nearly overcome with panic. His dwindling army was somewhere 

off to the north, involved as usual in skirmishes with Jeroboam's troops. With Israel 

divided, there wasn't enough military strength to even defend jerusalem's walls. 
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Days passed, during which many defenseless towns in southern Judah were at­

tacked and easily taken over by the Egyptians. In that time Rehoboam managed to 

muster enough troops for defense of the city, but there weren't enough to send out 

to meet the invaders. (II Chronicles 12:1-4. ) 

Another Warning 

There was great turmoil in Jerusalem when the Egyptian army came in sight of 

the capital of Judah. The vast force was led by Shishak, the Egyptian king who 

had harbored Jeroboam after Jerob.oam had escaped a death sentence by Solomon. 

(I Kings 11:37-40. ) Also known in historical records as Thutmose III (he was the 

nephew of the Queen of Sheba, Hatshepsut) , king Shishak brought many Africans 

who weren't Egyptians. There were Ethiopians, Libyans and even men from a tribe 

that lived in caves in the mountains along the Red Sea. There were enough horse­

men and foot soldiers to surround Jerusalem several ranks deep . The Israelites' only 

hope was in the city's strong walls, which Solomon had built for such a situation. 

The tension grew by the hour. Waiting for an attack that might never come 

didn't improve the morale of the caged-up Jews. It was possible that the Egyptians 

planned to besiege Jerusalem until the occupants would surrender because of lack 

of food. The city was crowded with people, including most of the leaders and offi­

cials of Judah and Benjamin. Traffic stopped when the gates were closed and barred . 

One man who came into the city just before the gates were shut was Shemaiah 

the prophet. He was the one who had warned Rehoboam five years before not to start 

a full-scale war with the ten tribes over which Jeroboam had become king. Shem­

aiah asked to speak at once to Rehoboam and the leaders of Judah. Rehoboam had a 

special respect for the prophet. He immediately called the men of high rank to­

gether to listen to what Shemaiah had to say. 

"I have a message from God for all of you," the prophet began. "He wants 

you to know that He has sent the Egyptian army against Judah because you and 

many of the people of Judah have turned away from God and have taken up idol 

worship and other ways of perversion. The Egyptians will overrun Jerusalem just as 

they have overrun your towns that have been taken! You will be completely at their 

mercy'" (II Chronicles 12:5 .) 

Rehoboam and the others in the room stared at each other in fear. They knew 

that the' only mercy they could expect from their attackers would be sudden death. 

After Shemaiah had gone out of the room to leave them to their terrifying thoughts, 

some of them dropped to their knees and called out to God to forgive them for 
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what they had done. Others followed the example, but only because they were so 

desperate that they yearned to cry out for forgiveness and help. Facing death as 

they did, they were truly remorseful because of their foolish and corrupt ways. 

Later, as some of the men with Rehoboam were still sprawled in humility and de­

jection, Shemaiah returned to state that he had some news they would welcome. 

"God has heard your prayers," the prophet told them. "He knows that you 

are deeply regretful of leading your people wrongly. Because you have humbled 

yourselves, God has decided not to allow the Egyptians to destroy you. But they will 

take this city and you will become their servants and pay tribute. Then you will 

learn how much better it is to be servants of God than of man." 

Rehoboam and the others were on their feet and eagerly crowding around She­

maiah to shower him with questions. At that moment there were frenzied shouts 

from outside. Through a window Israelite soldiers could be seen milling excitedly 

about on a part of the walls. (II Chronicles 12:6-8.) 

"The Egyptians are attacking!" a breathless servant yelled. 

When the guards on the walls of Jerusa lem saw the huge size of 
the Egyptian army, they underwent a sudden feeling of deep 
insecurity. 

The wall guards nervously fingered their spears and bows as they looked down 

to watch Shishak's many thousands approach and surround Jerusalem.

These conditions are real ! But, how did 
it all come about? H ow did it get this 
way? 

A Cause for Every Effect 

Understand this first. Nothing just 
happens! There is a cause for every 
effect! Every individual and national 

problem is an effect of wrollg goals, 
wrong choices, wrong aetiolls.' Every 

problem is rooled in false Or mistakell 
vallles. And, since values form the basis 
of character, our problems testify of our 
cleferlitJe Ch(lfacter.' 

What then is responsib le for this 
tragic breakdown in sound values? The 
blame must be laid to those institutions 
charged with teaching values and devel­
oping character - the family - the 
church - and the schools! But, in the 
final analysis the schools must bear the 
g reatest burden of guilt! 

"Why?" you may ask. 
The answer is twofold: First, as 

Earl C. Kelley, Professor of Education 
at Wayne State University has said, 
"Much of the blame must be charged 
to the public schools. It is true that a 
young man or a young woman is a 

product of lTIany influences of which 
the school is only one, but the great 
public school system, 'the backbone of 
our civil ization,' 'the foundation of the 
republic,' had and has as one of its 
primary tasks that of bu ilding citizens" 
(Gibson, Sori(1l FOllndatiolls of Edll­

catioll, 1967, p. l42). 
And second, because each succeeding 

generation of parents as welJ as clergy­
men are prodllcts of the schools.' Each 
succeeding generation passes on those 
values learned in school- parents to 
their dlildren - the clergymen to his 
congregation. And, each new crop of 
teachers perpetuates the system! It is a 
1iicioNS circle.' 

The growing confusion, especially 
among dlildren and youth, is the 
result of nearly twa generations of 
experimentation and abdication in the 
teaching of values On the part of 
America· s schools. 

But let's be specific! Let's consider 
some of the ways in which the schools 
have defaulted in their responsib ili ty 
to foster sound values and moral 
character! 

Champions of Permissiveness 

America is being called the "any­
thing-goes society" - the "permissive 
society." If there is any single charac­
teristic that epitomizes our attitude and 
conduct today it is permissivelless! We 
have become a nation which permits 
(and increas ingly encourages) aJlything 

and is shocked by nothing.' 
How did this condit ion come about? 

Did it just suddenly pop up out of 
nowhere? No! It is the heritage of 
nearly forty years of permissive educa­
tion and permissive psychology ~ It is 
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the end result of educators having 

championed non-discipline and hlcidell­
tal teaching of values! It is the logical 

concluson of a de liberate policy of 

nondirection in every phase of school 

experience! 
"The advent of progressive educa­

tion," says John S. Gibson of Tufts 
University , "launched a trend toward 

letting students come to their own con­

clusions about societal va lues; and 
many educators feel today that th is 

trend should continue" (Readings on 
Social Stlldies in Secondary Edlfcation, 

Macmillan, 1966, p. 33). 

Nondirection became and remains 
the byword! Guidance is ;londirective 
-learning activities are nondirective.1 

Discipline has been diluted to conform 

to the permissive philosophy of n Oll­

interference with so-called "natural" 

behavioral stages identified by "psy­

chologists." 

Education literature is full of "auth­

oritative" statements in continued sup­

port of this wishy-washy, deceitful prac­
tice, 

The permissiveness of our educa­

tional system has leavened the whole of 

society by sanctifying undiscipLined in­

dividllalism - living by wh im and 

impulse rather than living by principle, 

Apostles of Relativism 

But if permissiveness has sown the 

seeds of decadence, its handmaiden 

reLahvism has borne the bitter fruit. The 

belief that there are no absolutes - no 

reliable standards of value and morality 

has produced a generation of despair. 

It has spawned a generat ion of youth 

alienated and adrift - a generation of 

festering bodies and minds - burned 

out emotionally and dead spiritllallyl 

''I'm interested in anything about 

1'e1Iolt, disorder, chaos, especially activity 

that has. 110 meaning/' said Jim 

Morrison, a leading "rock-aod-roll" idol 

and product of OIl.Y schools. 

But, why doesn't life have meaning 

for so many young people today? Be­

cause the apostles of relativism in our 

s,:h031s have undermined the foundati on 

of meaning - the certainly, reliabiLity, 

and immutability of TR UTH ! 

Listen to One such apostle, Raymond 

G. Taylor, writing in a prominent edu-
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cation journal: "Good can 0111y be 

measured by its results, since 1/0 one 

caJ! determine wbat is absollltely tme or 

righl." In other words, YOU'VE got 10 try 

i/ alit personally and see if it feels good, 

or tastes or smells good before you can 
know for sure! But, there is more! 

He continued, " In teaching ethical be­

havior, relativism has greater educational 

value than absolutism and is far more 

consistent 1I. Iith model'll democratic pri11-
ciples and philosophy of ed'IC(ltiol1." 
How is that for a fantastic indictment of 

the whole educational system? Does that 
leave any doubt that the schools sub­

scribe to a relativ istic phi losophy? 

But let him finish ~ "Ra~her than be­

ginning \vith mo ral laws [the Ten 

Commandments], as the absolut ists 
would have us do, we are charged with 

the teaching of relativistic principles" 

("Teaching Ethical Behavior," Edllctl­

tion, Nov., 1967, pp. 136, 138). 
Understand clearly what he means! He 

is saying that the schools are charged, 

obligated, halle a commissioll to teach 

relativism .' 

There you have it. The moral Law is 

out the window in favor of some vague, 

totally undefined set of relativistic prin­

ciples .' 

Schools Avoid Con troversy 

But what has been the result of this 

hodgepodge of value alternatives? What 
effect has it had on the curriculum? 

As you might imagine, school ad­

ministrators, being economically depend­
ent upon public funds, avoid issues 

which might antagonize various factions 

in the community. But it is impossible 

to maintain integrity in the area of 

moral instruction without creating con­

troversy! The unfortunate and all too 

freCJuent solution has been an abdjcation 

of both integrity and respons ibility! As 

Louis E. Raths noted : "To avoid con­

troversy, many schools began to sta~]{l 

for Nothing. Teachers turned toward 

'teaching the facts.' Administrators 

tended to prefer teachers who did not 

raIse Issues . ... It became easier to have 

schools which represented 1/0 moral 

CO}lSe1lSu/ J (NEA l O1lnlal) Oct., 1967, 

p. 12). 

As a consequence, moral instruction 

is given lip service, but never Im-
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plemented effectually! "No PUBLIC 

SCHOOL, " said Joseph SchwabJ Un i­
versity of Chicago, "and few private 

schools expend any substantial part of 
their resources on character development. 

W e pretend that the home and the 
church are still the appropriate insti tu­

tions for this purpose; or," he con­

cludes, "we postpone efforts indefinitely 

on the pretense that a consenS1Is about 

goods [values] is a necessary pre­

reCJuisite to character education .. . " 

(Phi Delta Kappan, Oct., 1964, p. 71).

saying, 'The time is fulfilled, and the 
KINGDOM OF GOD is at hand : repent 
ye, and believe the Gospel" (emphasis 
mine-Mark 1 :14-15). Repent of 
wh(lt? Repent of SlN - and sin is trans­
gression of God's Law ( I John 3:4) -
God's GOVERNJ\fENT. 

Notice, Jesus said it was necessary to 
REPENT. He said also it was necessary 
to BELIEVE! And believe what? Not 
only to believe on Him - but He said 
plainly, here, it was necessary to believe 
the Gospel. But WHICH Gospel? 

Today you hear preached many 
different gospels.

" Verily) verily, I say unto you, He 
that believeth on me, TI-IE WORKS 

that I do shall he do also; an d greater 
works than these shall he do; because 
I go unto my Father. .. and I will 
pray the Father, and He shall give 
you ... the Spi,it of truth . .. for he 
dwelleth with you, and shall be IN 

YOU" (John 14:12-17). 

At the beginning of His personal 
starting of THE WORK of God, Jesus 
called His 12 discip les, and fa, 3Y2 
years taught them T H IS MESSAGE HE 

H AD BROUGHT FROM. GOD - about the 
GOVERNM EN T (Kingdom) of GOD. 

Finally, Jeslls had [miJhed that phase 
of the WORK OF GOD which the Father 
had given Him to do personri/!), in the 
HUMAN flesh. I n H is final prayer to 
God, on the very night He was seized 
to be crucified, Jesus said: "I have 
finished THE WORK which thou gavest 
ME to do" (John 17:4). 

Just prior to this Jesus had said to 
His disciples, "It is expedient for YOli

But jf/ T-JY the CHURCH? 

It is called "the BODY of Jesus Christ" 

(Eph. 1 :23; 4: 12; 5 :30; Col. 1 :24; 
I Cor. 10:17; 12:27; Rom. 12:5). 

WHY is the Church called "the Body 
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of Christ"? Because, the WORK OF GOD 
was .rtrll"ted in the world through the one 

Personal human BODY of Jesus of Naza­
reth. It was THE POWER of God's Spirit 
IN HIM which really did the WORK. 

But He was c[llcified, and resurrected 
immortal, very God, no longer human.

And, "Go ye, therefore, 
and teach aU nations, baptizing them 
into the name of the Father, and of the 
Son, and of the Holy Spirit: teaching 
tbem to observe all things whatsoever 
I have commanded Y0tl: and 10, I am 
with you alway, even unto the END OF 

THE WORLD" (Mat. 28 : 19-20). Some 
seem to th ink Jesus bowed out, turning 
HEADSHIP of the Church over to Peter 
and human successors as voted by men, 
and that Jesus is no longe[ WITH His 
Church. But He distinctly said H e would 

be WITH IT, as its HEAD (Eph. 5 :23; 
4:15; Col. 1:18). 

What is the PURPOSE of God's 
Church, now, just before the END of this 
world, or age? The disciples had asked 
Jesus what would be the sign of the end 
of this age, and of His coming again to 
earth as KING of kings, to set up the 
world rule of Goo's GOVERN.MENT 

(Mat. 24:4). In Jesus' answer He said 
that all through the age MANY would 
come, professing to be His ministers, 
preaching " in H is name," saying that 

He, Jesus, is the CHRIST, yet DECEIVING 

THE MANY. But the only sign He gave 
by which they would know that His 

coming was Ileac was in verse 14 of 
Matthew 24: 

"And thi.r Gospel of the Killgdom

What Gospel did the Apostles pro-
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claim as the New Testament Gos­
pel? It was THE KINGDOM OF GOD 
(Acts 8: 12; Mat. lO:5-7; Luke 9:1-2; 
10:9; Acts! :3; 19:8; 20:25; 28:23; 
28:30-31; Rom. 14:17; J Cor. 4:20; 
6:9; 6:10; J Cor. 15:50; Gal. 5:21; 
Eph. 5:5; Col. 4: 11 ; 1I Thess. 1:5; 
Rev. 12:10). The Apostle Pau l pro­
nounced a DOUBLE CURSE on any who 
preached any other gospel (Gal. 1 :8-9). 
And the Apostle Paul warned the Corin­
thians lhat false aposlles (Il Cor. 
11: 13), pretending to be the ministers 
of Christ, yet actually the minis ters of 
Satan (verses 14-15), would be pro­
claim ing (mother gospel, with a dif­
ferenf spirit, preaching (m()ther 1e5l(s 
(verse 4). 

But the origi nal an d true apostles not 
on ly preached TilE KINGDOM OF GOD 
- which is the GOVERNr-.l ENT OF GOD 
- but this very proclaiming of Goo's 
GOVERNMENT is called the 1J70RK of 
God! 

When the apostles were brought be­
fore the Council and the high priest, 
threatened for preaching Jeslls' Gospel 
(of God's Government), a learned and 
respected Pharisee named Gamaliel stood 
up and counselled: " ... And now I say 
unto you, Refrain from these men, and 
let them alone: for if this counsel or 
TH IS IVORK be of men, it will come 
to nought: but ;f ;t be of God, ye can­
not overthrow it .. ."

BIG changes are sweeping Comnlll­

nist East Europe. A surging wave 
of national ism among the once 

tightly controlled satell ite countries is 
showing how drast ically things have 
dunged since the grim days of Stalin. 

A complete "changing of the guard" 
is taking place in Czechoslovakia. New 
l iberal "national" Communist leaders 
have ousted the old pro-Moscow party 
boss Antonio Novotny. 

The new Czech regime is hold ing 
out for a broader trade policy with 
Western Europe. It even talks about 
reinstituting small -scale pr ivate enter­
prise as exists in Yugoslavia. 

The Czech Commun ist Party will 
still be in power, but it is to be 
"national" in outlook, no longer COI11-

pletely subservient to Moscow. 
In Pol and, the Party has no intention 

of materially softening its reins of 
power. But it has had its troubles, too. 

Romania#s Pullout 

It was Romania however, that gave 
the Soviet Un ion its biggt:st jolt in 20 
years! 

In Budapest, Hungary, on Febru­
ary 29, Romanian delegates angrily 
walked out of a world Commu­
nist "solidarity" conference. The in­
dependent-minded Roman ians, bristl ing 
under dlarges of "deviation ism," ac­
cused the Soviets and other Communist 
hardliners of manipulat ing the whole 
meeting against them. 

The Romanian walkout left the so­
caUed Communist "unity meeting" in 
utter shambles! It was the worst setback 
for the Soviets since Yugoslavia declared 
its independence from the Kremlin 
orbit in 1948. 

Newspapers and news magazines in 
the West reported maverick Romania's 
act as being another sure sign of weak­
ness in the Commun ist world. That it 
is. But the revolt by Bucharest has far 
deeper implications. 

Bonn - Romania's 
Newest Friend 

Romania's walkout came almost a 
year after Bucharest entered into diplo­
matic relations with W est Germany. 
Romania - an Eastern European coun­
try with a Western-oriented culture­
has long been trying to pry itself 
away f rom Russian domination and to 
improve its relations with the coun­
t ries of Western Europe. T he Bonn­
Buchares t tie was a key link In 

Romania's westward- looking policy. 

Since reswnption of diplomatic rela­
tions, West Germany's trad e with Ro­
mania has increased remarkably. Bonn 
is now Romania's second largest trad­
ing partner in terms of total t rade. 
Last year alone, West Germany's ex­
ports to Communist Romania leaped 

72% over 1966' 
The Soviet Union - still Bucha­

rest's largest single trade partner - is 
now hinting it wi ll level beavy economic 

presJftres upon the rebellious satellite 
to attempt to, force it back into line, 

Romanian officials, moreover, expect 
this to happen. Their drastic move at 
the Budapest conference was taken in 
full knowledge of its possible conse­
quences. Clearly, Bucharest is banking 
on W est Germany and other nations 
in the prosperous Common lv[ arket to 
help out if and when Russian eco­
nomic pressure begins.

Earthquakes Strike 

Southern Europe 

All of a sudden, earthquakes are again 
in the news. 

Early in January seismolog ists had 
been wondering why the lu ll in earth­
quake activ ity during the past calendar 
year. There were only six major quakes 
in 1967, against an average of 16 a year 
since scientists in this country began 

to keep detailed records in 1897. A 
"major" earthguake is 7-7.9 intensity 
on the Richter scale. A "great" quake 
has an intensity of 8 or above. 

As of mid-January there had been 
no great earthguake anywhere on the 
planet since the Alaskan shock of 1vfarch 
27, 1964, when 131 persons were ki l1ed 

and millions of dollars worth of prop­
erty was destroyed, 

"This," says the U. S. Coast and 
Geodetic Survey, "is the longes t period 
without the occurrence of a great earth­
quake since seismologists began re­
cording the earth 's tremors on their 
sensitive instruments 70 yea rs ago." 

Then, on January 15, a .disastrous 



quake struck th ree provinces in Sicily, 
levell ing whole towns, kill ing over 300 
people, causing $320,000,000 in prop­
erty dam age. 

By sheer energy released, the Sicil ian 
shock was not classified a "major" 
quake. I ts magnitude on the Richter 
scale was between 5.75 and 6. But this 
quake and its after-shocks struck in 
heavi ly populated areas. 

A little over a month later, February 
20, an obviously major temblor struck. 
On that date, a giant earthquake stmck 
the island-studded Aegean Sea between 
Greece and T urkey, sending panic-filled 
vi llagers fleeing into the open country­
side. 

In terms of human life lost and prop­
erty damage, the Aegean quake was less 
costly than the one in Sicily, But obser­
vatories in Rome and Uppsala, Sweden 
reported the quake measured at JellSt 7.5 
on the Richter scale - de6nitely "major 

league." The Rome observatory said 
the shock was of "exceptional violence." 

More Killer Quakes 
Coming? 

Professor Peter A. Franken, onc of 
America's top physicists recently pre­
dicted that the next - and long overdue 
-- devastating earthquake in California 
will probably be the biggest disaster in 
world history! (At least since the Flood 
which most modern h istorians scoff at!) 

According to Franken, damage to 
San Francisco and Los Angeles could 
be on the scale of Hiroshima-style dev­

asltllioJl! The rcason being, of course, 
the far greater concentration of popu· 
lation, massive buildings and bridges 
today than existed when the state's Jast 
mighty quake hit in 1906.
